-Explain the meaning if necessary

- What is speaker’s attitude in each conversation?

Check answers : 

-Go through these above questions one by one

* If they could not give correct answers.

→ replay the CD player.

* If they could give correct answers.

→ Confirm the answers.

Assumptions:


Students already know:





how the class is set up and run (It is usually divided into pairs.)


the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


all students are college graduates (Age 23 and up)


most students have bad habits and have thought how to kick them





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to get the some general information


⇒ Give some useful questions for understanding and play the CD again.





   Students may not be able to answer the questions on the worksheet.


⇒ Replay the CD, but chunk the listen to the right there. (pause-play-pause-play)





If time is short 


⇒ Cut the demonstration “imaginary interview” in free-production properly.





If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


⇒ Ask as many students as possible about their friend’s bad habits, and how to help them kick bad habits.
