	Procedure:

Hello everyone. How was your weekend? I heard some of you haven’t got any place to move in yet? Do you have any preference when you pick up a place? Look at this floor plan and talk about what you want.

(Elicit the important (Eliciting conditions for a place & write them on the board)

OK, so today, we will listen to someone who is looking for a place to live. She talks to an agent over the phone.  But first we will learn some idioms the speakers use.

	Procedure:
1. Idioms

Instruction

Work individually.  Choose one form the box which fits for the blank best. Write the numbers in the empty brackets. You have 5 minutes.

(Distribute the worksheets)

Demonstration

Look at #1. You need an adjective which means that you can use or obtain something. So put “8” in the bracket.

CCQ

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

What do you write in the empty bracket?

Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions. Give time warning: 30 seconds left. Be flexible with time. Give 1-2 more minutes if they need.

Check answers

Let volunteer students read the completed sentences.

· Go through the idioms one by one

· Elicit the meaning from students

· Explain the meaning if necessary

	Procedure:

1. Listening for the Main Idea 

Instructions

Put your pens down. Close you eyes. Listen to the recording and try to get the gist of their conversation. Why does the woman call the agent?

CCQ

Can you take notes?

What are you supposed to think about?

(Play two times without stopping.)

Instructions

Here is the worksheet for you. Read it with your eyes and then listen to the recording again. This time you need to write Yes or No in the blank  while listening.

(Distribute the worksheets. Let students read the worksheet first. When everyone is ready to listen,  play tracks 4-5 times. If there is anyone who wants to listen again, play again till everyone can answer the questions.)

2. Listening for Details

Instructions

Now listen to  the recording again. This time you will need to listen every detail. Here is the worksheet B. In this worksheet, there are 2 notes which were made by the woman and the agent. However it contains something wrong.  Find and correct them. You have 5 minutes.

 anyone who wants to listen again, play again till everyone is 

ready to go  next.)

Do you need to listen again?

Yes =  Chunk the listening (play-pause-play-pause)

No = go next

Instructions
Now compare your worksheet with your pair. When you 

don’t have an agreement, discuss what you heard and 

share each other’s opinion. Then listen again while 

identifying who is right.

(Let students discuss about what they heard for 3 minutes. 

Then let them listen again. )

Check Answers

For listening worksheet A&B, let volunteer students say the 

answers.

(Check the answers while listening to the recording one 

last time. If there is anything controversial, pause the CD 

right there and play again.

Aims:


To learn vocabulary and expressions for describing a place to live by completing an idioms matching worksheet


To practice listening to real-life speech of people over the phone


To be able to pick up details from the real-life talk by answering detail questions on a worksheet


To practice speaking by discussing with group members











Language Skills:


Reading:  Idioms worksheet


Listening: the speakers’ talk about a place over the phone and the pair’s talk when discussing


Speaking: prediction, comparing answers within groups and discussing with one’s pair 


Writing: homework





Language Systems:


Lexis: idioms used in describing a place and various situations


Function: asking questions and expressing about a place to want to live 


Structure: several auxiliary verbs 





Assumptions:





Students already know how the class is set up and run 


(There will be 4 student groups at each table)


Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


All students are freshmen in a university 


Most of them left their family and needed places to live





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to follow the passage easily


= Let them listen to the tracks again until they get the gist of the content


Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening


= Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)


Students may need more time to work on the idioms


= If it takes longer than 10 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the     answers instead of having students present their answers and compare


If time is short


= Cut post-activity discussion short  and ask 1 student group to present their floor plans


If students finish their tasks earlier than expect


= Ask the entire students groups to present their floor plans in front of the class
