In today’s lesson, what I want to ask you some questions

“What is the image of Korea that you think?”
“Have you even thought about that before?”
And then,

“What is the image of Korea that foreigners think Recently?”
“Are there any countries that regard Korea as a friendly nation?”

(Distribute the pictures 1, 2)

Pictures 1
-> are made up of the images of Korea in many ways.
Pictures 2 
-> consist of the images of the national flag for each country
< Debate>
Divide Students 2 groups(each group consists of 4 Ss at each table)
You have 11 minutes.
Each group discusses each other or one another concerning the topic as mention above.
< CCQ>

-  Are you with me? <Yes>

-  Are you in a group <Yes>

-  Are you working in pairs? <Yes>

-  Are you speaking? <Yes>

-  Are you discussing for 11 minutes? <Yes>

	Procedure:

< Instruction >
(First of all, teacher divides the blackboard into three.)
From now on, you have to answer the questions as mention above.
Write the answers of which you thought on the blackboard directly by each group. You have 4 minutes.
One group writes on the left, the other group writes on the right.
Finally, teacher writes the answers in the middle of the blackboard.
<CCQ>s
-  Are you with me? <Yes> 
-  are you comparing the answers of which you thought with those that teacher gave? <Yes>
-  Do you understand the answers clearly? <Yes>

<Conclude lesson >
What would you learn from today? (Ss are going to answer it)

Level: Intermediate





Materials:


Pictures 1, 2 (1 copy each).


White board and board markers.


Pictures 1, 2 (1 copy each for the teacher).











Aims:


Ss can share their opinions and ideas and feelings and information etc.


Ss can practice and improve speaking, listening by working in a group.


Ss can learn how to cooperate in a peer group while they debate on a question.





Language Skills:


Listening: Listen to the teacher’s instruction and Students’ debating on the topic.


Speaking: Group discussion, comparing answers within groups, role play.





Language Systems:


Discourse: group discussion, presentation, sharing experiences.


Realia: pictures, interaction between students. 





Assumptions:


Ss already know how the class is set up and run (there will be 4 student groups at each table).


Ss already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.


Ss are intermediate level and mostly active.


The class will work in groups.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not understand teacher's explanation.


: Speak slowly and present repeatedly.





Students may not understand but say "yes" for teacher's questions.


: Pick students randomly and ask them questions. 


If they do not seem to understand completely, go through main points quickly.





Students may not understand the pair work.


     : Demonstrate how to do the pair work.
