Topic: Requests with modals, if clauses, and gerunds





Materials: 


Board & marker


Worksheet #1,# 2(7 copies each)








Aims:


Students will learn vocabulary that can be used in asking a favor  or asking a permission by brainstorming


Students will practice to requests with modals, if clauses, and gerunds


By drilling with substitution table and completing the worksheets.


Sstudents will understand what details are important, the vocabulary to use, and the order which is making complaints


-     Students will understand the form, meaning and usage of ‘Would you mind   ing” and “Would you mind if” by listening to teacher’s instruction and answering to the concept check questions.








Language Skills:


Speaking: drilling and exercising requests situation in pairs, discussion.


Listening: teacher’s instructions & explanation, Drilling and discussion.


Writing: filling in the blanks.


Reading: worksheets, information for discussion.








Language Systems:


Functions:  Master the requests with modals, if clauses, and gerunds


Grammar: past participles as adjectives


Lexis : vocabulary of some verb











Assumptions:


Students have basic knowledge and experiences of using “Would you mind “sentence.


Students know how the class is set up(3-4 students each table)


Students already know teacher’s teaching style and pace.


Students have limited vocabulary in requests with modals, if clauses.


Students have learned about present participle before.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Students may have limitation in using requests with modals, if clauses, and gerunds.


( Elicit as many as possible and provide correct examples if necessary.


- In case of pair work


( Have a group of three in pair work tasks.


- Students may have difficulties in understanding past participles as adjectives


( Give them more explanation.


- Students may have trouble with drilling practice


( Correct errors immediately and give Ss more chances to practice.


- If time is short. 


( Cut the discussion in the Production.


- If there is more time than expected.


( Have every student share their opinions in production or use filler activity.
