White/Blackboard, board marker,  paper 


Listening tape and CD player





Aims:


To learn various insect related vocabularies


To listen and understand insects’ habits


To be able to pick up details and explain/describe insects’ characteristics


To be able to express and speak out about learnt insects








Language Skills:


Reading : Read out worksheet of insects’ characteristics


Speaking : Explain and describe insects' characteristics and habits


Writing : Write in details (dictation)


Listening : Listening to the speaker’s short dialogue about insects





Language Systems:


Lexis : newly recognized insect’s characteristics (key vocabulary)


Discourse : Explain their drawings and share their knowledge


Phonology : Read the given article





Assumptions: Students are already used to 


‐The class' set up and run ‐ the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace ‐‐they are mostly active – they have seen insects before





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not know vocabulary words in the text – encourage to make an assumption from the context


The post activity may finish earlier than expectation ‐Review insects’ characteristic and habits


If there's no enough time, – skip reviewing and limit the number of opinion sharing.


If the tape is too difficult for listen – Chunk the listening
