S can practice and improve their speaking and listening by working in a group.

Language skill:


Reading : Read out the reading materials / articles


Speaking : Talk about their experiences and where they'd like to visit


Listening : Listen to the T's instructions and other S's speakings related to the famous vacation places they had been


Writing : Write the list of places they'd like to visit





Language Systems:


Function : Stating where they had been to /where they'd like to visit


Discourse : sharing their experiences about the famous vacation places they had been


Phonology : Pronunciation of the vocabularies in the articles.


Lexis : Key words and new vocabularies.











Assumptions: 


Students are already used to


- the order and the structure of the class


- the teacher's style of teaching and the teaching pace


- be working with groups in the class 


- be presenting their own ideas in front of the class with an active attitude





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Possible errors and the solutions


Students may not know the vocabularies/words in the texts or other's speakings


- encourage them to guess the meanings of the vocabularies from the context.


- T tells Ss some synonyms and antonyms of the vocabularies and explains the meanings 


of them if required


The post activity may finish earlier than expected.


- encourage students to give an impromptu speaking in front of the class


If there's no enough time


- skip reviewing or give assignments as a homework
