What are some things that would help you get a job in Korea?

 The youth unemployment rate in Korea is at record high levels these days. In order to heighten one's prospects of getting a job, one has to try to become more competitive than others.

According to a recent survey, there were three major qualifications personnel managers looked for in their new employees. 

 Top on the list was internship and part-time job experience. What this means is that job-seekers should try to get as much hands-on experience as possible before applying for jobs. 

 Next on the list was certificates in the related field. It's obvious that companies would like to recruit people who have some certified expertise in a certain area. 

Last of all, one's proficiency in English speaking was also an important factor in landing a job. In the past, companies simply used to ask for high TOEIC and TOEFL scores, but not anymore! You actually have to be good at speaking English to better your chances of getting hired. One's communication skills, documentation skills, and business etiquettes were also things personnel managers emphasized in the poll.
