Aims:


To learn vocabulary and expressions for cooking recipe.


To practice reading with real purpose.


To be able to know how to cook three chicken dishes.


To practice speaking by discussing with group members








Language Skills:


Reading:  idiom worksheet, cooking recipe, matching worksheet


Listening: pairs’ talk when discussing


Speaking: discussing and presenting


Writing: writing a recipe of one’s own favorite dish





Language Systems:


Lexis: idioms used in describing how to cook a dish


Function: understand a process of making food


Structure: shortened forms for a recipe





Assumptions:





-   Students already know how the class is set up and run (there will be 2 student groups at each table)


Students already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course


All students are upper intermediate





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to follow the passage easily


= Let them have a chance to learn several key idioms before reading


Students may have a trouble in doing matching worksheet


= Give them a hint and colorful worksheets


Students may need more time to work on the idioms


= If it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers


If time is short


= Cut post-activity and let them do as their homework


If students finish their tasks earlier than expect


= Let them write their own recipes and present
