Aims:


- Ss can understand whole situation after listening.


- Ss can talk about their own experience.


- Ss can write down key words after listening.


- Ss can understand various countries` hand gestures and explain other students





Language Skills:


-Listening : Speaker`s short speech about Hand gesture.


- Reading: Worksheet of listening comprehension checkup


- Speaking : Speak about their own experience, listening material, various countries` hand gesture.


- Writing : Dictation.





Language Systems:


- vocabularies : New words about hand gestures` meaning


- Function : Understanding meanings of Hand gestures and can use it properly.





Assumptions:


-Students already know


- people use hand gestures and it is different between countries.


- how the class is set up and run.


- the teacher`s style of teaching and pace of the course.


- all students are intermediate and want to know culture differences





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-Students may not be able to listen some word of the listening.


  - let them listen one more time, and through the worksheet, make them negotiate


-Students may confuse the meaning of gesture or not know the meanings


  - Teacher or peers exchange the information


- It takes more time to understand and explain hand gestures` meaning


  - try to give more time
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
