Length:


30 minutes





Students: 


7(3groups)

Level:


Lower intermediate





Materials:


White board, board markers 


Video clip (1min 20sec)


Products (1 product for each group)











Aims:


Ss can share their experiences about home shopping


Ss can discuss that home shopping is worthy or not


Ss can practice and improve speaking, listening by working in a group


Ss can do a role play practicing speaking


Ss can learn how to cooperate in a peer group after listening to T’s instructions








Language Skills:


Listening  : Listen to the teacher’s instruction and students’ discussing on the topic related to home shopping


Speaking : Discuss whether home shopping is better than off-line shopping or not based on your experience and a role play on a shopping host with a customer 





Language Systems:


Phonology : Pronunciation 


Function : Stating when or why you buy from home shopping


Discourse : Sharing experiences about home shopping





Assumptions:


Ss already know the Ts style of teaching and how the classroom works


Ss have already experienced home shopping


They are mostly active. The class will work in groups
