Aims:


Ss can share their experiences about the market


Ss can do a role-play practicing speaking


Ss can learn how to buy items at the market

Listening : Listen to the teacher’s instruction and the demonstration


Speaking : A role-play on a situation that has given by the teacher


Writing : Work on their own dialogue





Language Systems:


Lexis : Vocabulary used at the market


Functions : Buying items


Structure : relative clauses








Assumptions:


Students already know :


How the class is set up and run


The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not be able to understand the demonstration


→ Perform the demonstration one more time slowly


If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated


→ Ask as many students as possible about their idea of buying items
