2. Listening for Details

Instructions
Now , we are going to watch two commercial videos .
Let’s have a look at them first. 

Now, I will show you some question about  the video which I will ask .
(Distribute the worksheet)

Answer the question on the worksheet as they  listen . Work individually.

Let students write answer as they listen
CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working the alone?

Do you need to read  one more?

 Yes- play the track one more 1

No-Play track 2

Follow the same cycle until finished with track 5
(Give white board and color pen each of team)

 Answering the question using a white board and pen

OK! Now compare the answer with your group members
When you agreement write ”T”  if you think  I am right, and write “F” if you think I am wrong. 
Each team who answers correctly will get one point

Group 1~4  speak out about the question 1~5 

Distribute crayons and a piece of paper

 (Give directions on making tourism posters and sheet of paper  about the commercial clips)

Now, we are going to make a poster of something  or somewhere you like to introduce to the people who like to visit . You don’t have to draw it really well, but remember that your city has to have a motto. 

For example Seoul has “hi:” Suwon has “happy”  OK?

Make a city poster with a city motto. When you are finished, I would pick two teams and make them show their poster to everybody.

The team who gets bigger hands will get point

(Put the wall charts of the sheets and the pictures of the speakers on the board  while students are checking their answers with each other)
