






	


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· There would be no one or too many students to tell their trips 

: if no one, Teacher tell them their story of the trip. If too many, cut down the       students’ stories. 

· Students may not be able to understand the details of the listening.

: Play one or couple more times it with pausing. 

· The time is short.

: Cut down the post activities and give the students for their homework.

· All lesson finish earlier than your expected time length.

: give them more time to make a dialogue for next class and practice the role     play

                     Activity One: Listening whole conversation

Now you are going to listen to two people 

                      conversation. A woman and a man who just

                      return from his trip.  

                      You are going to listen to them twice. 

                      You don’t need a pencil or paper , you just 

                      listen to the conversation and try to get the  

                      main idea such as where he went, what he 

                      ate, what he did etc.

                      CCQ 

                      Are you taking a note now? 

                      What do you have to focus on now? 

                      (play the conversation you downloaded from internet )

                      Ask them how much they could understand.

                      Ask them if they want to listen again.

                      If yes, play it again.

                      If no, ask them what they remember from the

                      conversation individually.

                       That’s all good. You could pick up words and got some ideas about his trip. 

                      Activity Two: Listen and answer the questions

                       Now I will give you one copy of comprehension questions to everyone. 

                        (distribute the comprehension question worksheet to the students)

                       I want everyone to have a read the each 

                       question carefully, so you can answer the questions when you listen to the conversation again.  I will give you 2 minutes to read the questions. Work alone, please.
CCQ 

                      Do you just read the questions?

                      How much time do you have? 

                      Are you working alone?

                       Ask if they need more time to read. 

                       If yes, give them 1 more minutes. 

                       If no, ask them if they understand all the questions or not.  Explain the questions what 

                       They didn’t understand.

                       Now I think everyone is ready for the questions. I will start playing and you have to answer the questions. I will play with no pausing. 

                       CCQ 

                       Are you all ready?

                       Am I going to pause during the playing conversation? 

                       What are you supposed to do when you listen to the conversation? 

(play the conversation again. It plays twice at one time.)

                       Ask the students if they finish with all the questions.

                       Ask the students how it was. 

                       If it was easy, don’t play with pausing.

                       If it was hard, do play it again with pausing.

                       After the students finish with their answers, give them another copy of the conversation with the answers worksheet to the students.

                       Check the answers with the students.

                       Ask them why they got the right answers and wrong answers. Explain what they mostly didn’t understand.

                        I want everyone to work in pairs to make a dialogue like the conversation you listened.

                         You have 5minutes. 

                        CCQ

                        Are you working alone?

                        What are you supposed to do? 

                        How much time do you have?

                        Monitor actively. Go and join them what they discuss about each group. 

                        Each pair has to read their dialogues.

                         Conclusion

                        We talked and listened about a trip people took before. Now I hope that you would know how to tell your trip with past tense verbs and right idioms and vocabulary. Also I hope that you could distinguish British accent with the vowel sounds.
