1.      It is half past six and time for WKRP Radio's morning weather update. If you haven't left the house yet, make sure to wear some warm clothing. Today's going to be chilly and expect to see some snow on your way to work. Things should warm up in the afternoon and get up to around 5 degrees Celsius towards the evening.
