	Materials:

· Vocabulary worksheet (12 copies)
· Listening CD & CD player (2 tracks; total 3 minutes)
· Listening worksheet (12 copies)

· Wall Chart – A2 paper (4 copies)
· White board & board markers


	Aims:

· To learn vocabulary and expression for describing one’s concerns and giving an advice by matching the vocabularies and completing the worksheet
· To practice listening to fast-paced real-life speech by repeating listening the same speech 

· To be able to pick up details from the speech by answering details questions on a worksheet

· To practice speaking by discussing with a group

· To practice writing by doing a wall chart activity



	Language Skills:

· Listening : three-minute speech about concern and advice

· Speaking : prediction, comparing answers with partners, discussion

· Reading : Vocabulary worksheet

· Writing : details(dictation), giving an advice(wall chart activity)



	Language Systems:

· Lexis : Vocabularies used in describing concerns and giving an advice
· Function : expressing one’s concerns and giving an advice

  

	Assumptions:
· How the class is set up and run (there will be 4 groups and 3 student at each)
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the lesson

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to follow the passage easily
→ let them listen to the tracks again until they get the main idea of the content

·  Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening

   → give a pause and play

· Students may need more time to work on the vocabulary worksheet

   → give one more minute to finish it. If they still need more time, stop doing it and check the answer. 
· If there may be some students who may need more time to complete the listening worksheet,

   → let them listen one more time if students who need time are over 50% 

· Students may need more time to work on wall chart

      → give 2 more minutes to finish it if time is enough
· If time is short,

   → cut post-activity, wall chart and discussion, and ask 2~3 students to share their opinion about how to solve the problem
· If students finish their tasks earlier than expected,
   → ask as many students as possible about their ideas of solutions

	Lead in

	Materials: Board 

	Time: 3 minutes  

	Set up: Whole Class

	Procedure: 
 Hello, everyone! Today, we’re going to listen to a girl who worries about her parents’ marriage life. What would you feel and do if your parent said he/she wanted to divorce one day? 
(Make them expect what they are listening to and familiar with the topic

& write them on the board)

Good, so before listening, we will learn some vocabularies the speakers use.



	Pre-activity

	Materials: Vocabulary Worksheet 

	Time: 10 minutes 

	Set up: Whole class, groups, individuals

	Procedure:
Instructions
Work individually. Match the first part of each word with the second part definitions. You have 3 minutes. 

(Distribute the worksheet)
Demonstration

Look at number 1… ”of working in one of the professions.” So match number 1 with d with a straight line. 

CCQ

Who are you working with?

How much time do you have?

How can you match the first part with the second part?

(individual work) 
Monitor discreetly. Answer students if they ask questions. Give time warning : 1 minutes left.

Be flexible with time. Give one more minute if necessary.

(groups)

Check answers : let them compare with answers with group members and discuss.

(Whole class) 

Go through the vocabularies one by one by asking one to each group

Explain the meaning in Korean if they do not understand

	Main Activities

	Materials: CD $ CD player, Listening worksheet, Board

	Time: 27 minutes (10 min for getting general ideas,. 17 min for details)

	Set up: Whole class, groups, individuals

	Procedure

1. Listening for the Main Idea(General understanding)

(Whole class)

Instructions
Put your pens down. Listen to the speakers. Think about what problem she has   and how to solve it. Listen for the general idea.

CCQ

Can you take notes?

What are you supposed to think about?

(Play it without stopping)

Listen again. Don’t take a note.

(play first track and pause)

Give simple true or false questions. Let them raise their hands; if true, raise right hand, and if false, raise left hand. 
If more than 8 students are correct at each question, move on to second track.

If most students do not understand the gist, let them listen one more time.

(same for track 2)
2. Listening for Details

    Instructions

    Now listen to the speakers and answer the questions on the worksheet as you listen. Work individually.
CCQ

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working with a group?

(Distribute the worksheet)

(Individually)

(Let them read the questions & make sure that they totally understand the question)

Read the question first and ask me if there is anything you don’t understand.

Play track 1&2.

Let students write answers as they listen.

Do you need to listen again?

If yes, play again.

If no, check the answers.

(Groups)

Compare the answers with your group. When you have an agreement, send a representative up front and write it on the board. 

(whole class)
Check the answers as a whole class after the representatives finish filling out. Listen to the tracks one last time. 
If there is anything missing: pause the CD right there and let students say it out loud.


	Post Activity

	Materials: Wall chart 

	Time 10 minutes: 

	Set up: Whole class, groups

	Procedure
1. Free Production
Instructions
What if my parents want to divorce? What should I do? Imagine I am a counselor of this girl, and give her an advice. Discuss with your group and make a wall chart. You have 6 minutes.
CCQ

Are you working in pairs?

How much time do you have?

(Groups)

Monitor actively and participate within each group.

(Whole class)

Share their wall chart.

Take 2 volunteer teams and listen to their opinions.
2. Conclude lesson

    Give homework

Write a letter for the girl and give her your advice. Use your own words.

Good job, everyone. See you guys tomorrow and have a good day!
