	Procedure:
[Distribute the worksheet for the new expression]

(Ss repeat the new words and expression)

Now, we will draw a line to match the expression and the picture in your worksheet.

I will give you 30 seconds.

(Ss do their work on their work sheet)

OK, that was excellent! Now, it’s mimicking time.

First, listen to scene #1 three times and then mimic, all right, listen carefully. 
(Ss listen to scene #1)

Now mimic the sentence, go!

(Ss mimic the scene #1)

Very good!
 Now move to the scene #2, listen to the sentence.
(Ss listen to scene #2& mimic the sentence one more time & repeat this process up to scene #5)

[Distribute the worksheet for making script]
Perfect sound! Now we are going to listen to scene #5~#15.

While you are listening, you can make the script.  
(Ss listen the whole scene and fill in the blank in the worksheet)

(Team A reads their summary.)

Very good. 
Now, move to the Heard or Not.
 In this part, you are going to listen to the parts three times. 
And then check the right answer for the parts.
First, number 1, listen carefully.
(Ss listen to no.1 and check their answer.)

Great. It’s not that difficult, is it?

Ok, let’s move to number 2.

(Ss listen to no.1 and check their answer and do the same work up to no.6)

CCQ

How much time do you need to check the answer?

Do you want to listen more than three times?

All right, guys! Have you finished your work? 
Do you need more time?
[Give them more time if they need]
Well done.
Now. Let me check your answer.
What is the correct answer for no.1?

Very good! A is the correct answer for no.1.

Reading   : Reading the script to practice their part & Filling in the work sheet


Listening  : To watch the movie carefully for mimicking and exercises








Language systems: 





Lexis : New vocabulary and expression from the movie 


Function : Understand conversation and make sentences for the script


Discourse : Discuss about the main characters of movie and summarize for the main              scene




















Assumptions:
