	Materials:


	- 3 pages of worksheet (10) 

	- 8 pictures

	- Cassette player and the cassette tape (teacher can read it instead of using the cassette tape)

	- White board and some board markers


	Aims:

	- To learn new vocabularies, idioms and phrases

	- To improve listening, comprehension and dictation skills by doing exercises

	- To be able to pick up details 

	- To be able to use the new idioms & phrases in everyday life by answering and asking questions using them. 


	Language Skills:

	- Reading: Reading worksheet, highlighting new expressions

	- Listening: Listening to the story with and without the pictures, Comprehension exercise. Understanding partner’s questions and answers

	- Speaking: Pair-work and group discussion, Story telling

	- Writing: Composing new sentences about yourself, dictation 


	Assumption: 

	- Students are familiar with the teacher’s teaching style

	- Most students can express their thoughts in English without too many difficulties

	- Students are in their early 20’s


	Anticipated errors and solutions:

	· Some students may not be able to understand the whole story immediately

	→Chunk the listening (play-pause-play) or read it slowly with a pause in between each sentence. 

	· Some students will make many grammatical errors.

	→Let them finish answering and reading their compositions first, and then correct errors

	· Some students may not understand the new idioms when explained only in English

	→Give them more examples and ask questions to makes sure that all students have a good understanding of new idioms/phrases. 

	· If the lesson finishes too early,

	→Ask students to work in a group/pair, and make a short play/story using new idioms and expressions learned in the lesson.

5 min      Whole Class              Good morning everyone, how are you today?

                                     I heard that many of you are busy preparing for job interviews. What are your goals and dream? 

                                     What do you have to do in order to reach your goals and make your dreams come true?

                                     (Elicit students’ dreams and goals on the board)

                                     Today we’ll listen to a true life story about a man who turned his dream into a reality despite obstacles. Before we listen to the story, let’s learn some new idioms and expressions from the story. 




	Pre-Activity
Materials: Worksheet, white board, markers

Time           Set Up                Procedure:  

10~12min      Whole Class          1. Idioms & Expressions

                                      (Teacher explains and gives examples of each idiom/expression, write them on the board if necessary. Ask students questions in between to make sure that they know when to use the new idioms/expressions.)

                                       Instruction
                                       Work individually. First, complete the idioms/expressions, and then match them with correct definition. You have 3 minutes. 

                                        (Distribute the worksheet)

Since they’re high-intermediate students, there is no need for CCQ here. 

                  Individual           Let students work individually. 

Answer questions if they ask any. If they finish early, have them compare their answers with fellow students.

                Whole Class        -Go through the answers together.

                                             (After listening)- ask students to look at the pictures again. Have students describe the pictures in their own words. 

                                             Compare the real story with students’ prediction from before. 

15~17 min         Whole Class             2. Listening for details

                                            Introductions

                                            As you listen to the story once again, answer the questions (a~g) about the story on the new worksheet you’ll get. Work individually.

                                            CCQ
                                            Which questions on the worksheet are you supposed to answer? Are you working alone? 

                                            (Distribute the worksheet)

                    Individually             Play the tape. Let students write answers on the worksheet.

                    Whole Class            Ask questions and have different students

                                            answer them. 

                    Groups of 3~4          Discuss the questions ‘about you’. (h~k)

                                            When you’re finished answering the questions, complete the sentences, writing something true about yourself and present them in your group.
