Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

  Students may not be able to spell the words what they heard    


⇒ Let them think again and look up the dictionary to make sure it





-     Students may need more time to think the lyrics for making themselves


⇒ if it takes longer than 5 minutes, cut the activity and let students do it as homework





-     If the activity is over earlier that expected


⇒ Give students the subject of “Do you agree or disagree being a single mom” to debate.
