Explanation & visual demonstration of meaning using pictures.
A. Past-habit
-Show the some pictures & dialogs through power point. 
<Example 1>      

Britney Spears doesn’t smoke anymore. 

She used to smoke, but she decided to stop. 

Because it was bad for her health.
We can say “She used to smoke.”
<Example 2>      

Britney Spears used to have short hair. 

But almost people said that the hair-style does not suit you.

So she has long hair now.

We can say “She used to have short hair.”
<Example 3>      

She used to be married with Kevin, but divorced her husband three years ago. Because Kevin was a playboy. So now she is single.

We can say “She used to be married.”
<CCQ #1>
Did she smoke before?      (Y)

Did she smoke more than once?       (Y)

Does she smoke now?           (N)

<CCQ #2>

Did she have short hair before?   (Y)

Does she have short hair now?  (N)

<CCQ #3>

Did she get married before?      (Y)

Is she single?     (Y)

Aims:





- Students will know and practice the form, meaning, and use “used to do” by elicitation and teacher’s explanation with some pictures and examples.


- Students can make a sentence using “used to do”


- Students will be able to answer the worksheet.


- Students will tell or write past habits and states with “used to do” in pair work.














Language Skills: 





- Listening: teacher’s instructions, explanations, and students’ talk.


- Writing: answering the worksheet.


- Speaking: drilling, answering questions and talking individually or in pair work.


- Reading: reading the worksheet & words











Language Systems: 





- Phonology: listening to the instruction & explanations, drilling


- Grammar:  “used to do” 


- Function: describing past habits and states which are now finished.








Assumptions:





Students already know:


- How the class is set up and run (there will be pair work).


- The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.


- Students are able to express their opinion in English.


- Students have grammatical and communicative proficiency of intermediate level.


- Students know “Britney Spears”


- Students know past tense and present tense.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





- Students may not clear understand the meaning


Provide more examples


- Students may have a hard time drilling


Error correct immediately & give students more chances to practice


- Students may need more time to work on the worksheet


Cut answer-checking short by verbally sharing the answers instead of having students write them on the board.


- Students may have some hard time doing individual or pair work.


Help students with matters but not so much
