(picture#2-fire man)

Next, look at the picture No2.

What are they doing?

Who is he or she?

Do you have some episode with fire?

(picture#3-doctor)

How about no3.

What are they doing?

Who is he or she?

Have you been dentist?

What is your feeling about dentist?

(picture#4-soccer player)

Last, no4.

What are they doing?

Who are them?

What did you do last 2002 world cup event?

teacher, fire man, doctor, soccer player etc. we can meet many kind of people. What else?

(check time)

Ok, now..next..
(Write down on the board “what was your dream job?”)

What was your dream when you were young?

Have you achieved your dream? Or are you still achieving it?

<Instructions>
You will be working with the person next to you Ask each other these three questions written on the board and discuss about it. 

“What was your dream job when you were younger?”
 “Have you achieved it? If you have, then what did you do to achieve it?”
“What is your dream now?”
You will have 4 minutes.

<CCQ>

Who are you working with?

What are you going to ask the other person?
(Students work while teacher prepares for next activity)
Okay! Raise your hand if you have achieved your dream job! Anyone? Excellent! Now we are going to play a little game relating to the professional jobs that we have learned today.

	Procedure:

<Directions>
You will be divided into two teams. There will be a representative from each team and he/she will be standing in front of the classroom facing his/her teammates. I (teacher) will be showing the words written on the board. The teammates should explain to the representative what that word is but never say the actual word itself. Each word will be explained by a different teammate. You will play 4 games each (each person will at least once be a representative).
Each team will have a time limit of 2 minutes.
<CCQ>
How many people are going to stand in front of the class to guess the questions?

What is the time limit?

What should the teammates be saying? To whom?
(Game is played, time can pass a little bit more than expected)
That was very fun! Now let’s play another game. It is similar to this game, BUT! Instead of the teammates trying to explain the representative what the word is, the teammates will try to guess it. I (teacher) will give him/her a word and he/she will have to act it without saying one word. Not even sounds. The teammates are allowed to ask any questions to the representative but only short answer questions (ex. Yes or no questions, how many questions). The representative will have to answer ONLY with body language.
Again, each team will have a time limit of 2 minutes. 

This time we will play 4 games each team again.

<CCQ>
Who is going to ask questions?

Should you be talking when you are asking the questions?

Should you be talking when you are acting the words out?

What is the time limit?

How will the representative explain the word?
(Game is played, time might probably pass. In this case, reduce the time limit of the post-activity prepared)

Aims: 


Students practice speaking by sharing with each other their childhood experiences





To learn new vocabularies and expressions related to the topic





To practice and develop thinking in English relating to the topic








Language Skills:





Listening: Listening to teacher’s instructions, listening to each other when conversation activity





Reading: Reading questions on the board and understanding





Speaking: Participation within team work, conversation with partner





Language Systems: 





Phonology: Verbal repetition of questions given for the students to read


Grammar: Creating sentences in students head and saying it correctly


Function: Correctly using vocabulary words 





Assumptions:





Students already know





How the class is set up and run (in pairs, in groups)





The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course





The structure of simple tense





The different kinds of professional jobs that exists (in their L1)





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Some students may not know some vocabularies that the teacher has not taught


Explain them quickly by giving examples





Students may be confused with the activity


Ask CCQs, Monitor and assist when necessary





Students may finish earlier


Allow them to talk with each other but in a lower tone of voice





Students take longer to complete their task than expected


Activity can be cut off, no need to keep on doing the next class
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
