      <Instructions>

We are going to play a game today which involves answering questions!

First I want you to get in groups of 3, and then I will read to you the rules and instructions of this game. 

(Play Game-Read instructions from card)

Excellent Job everyone!

So for today our winner is….!

Congratulations! You have 10 points extra credit for your final exam!

Materials:

Aims: 





-To strengthen the ability to read and think in English


-To further develop reading skills.


-To learn the origin of what is now called “Halloween Day”


-To learn about a totally different culture that has not been taught before








Language Skills:





-Listening: Teacher’s instruction, video clip





-Reading: Reading sheet, reading instructions from activity worksheet 





-Speaking: Reading out loud the text from reading worksheet, monopoly game





-Writing: Taking notes while reading, writing down words that students don’t understand





Language Systems: 





-Function: Differentiating the use of a word in particular sentences





-Grammar: Students develop grammar skills through activity worksheet








Assumptions:





Students already know:





	-Teacher’s style of teaching





	-A great amount of vocabulary and grammar





	-Able to write and read long sentences without any special problems





	-Have a reasonable understanding of an advanced reading.





	-The environment of the class





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students might not understand the instructions given


	-Make sure to chunk instructions and repeat SLOWLY





Students might not have understood the video clip


	-Explain (summarize) the story of the video clip.





Video Clip might take longer than expected (Technical problems)


	-Move on to the next activity if it doesn’t work, or shorten the main activity/post activity





IF reading takes a long time


	-Teacher finishes reading, doesn’t matter if students did not finish reading. They only need to get an idea of the text





If time is too short,


	-Shorten the main activity (the monopoly game)
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
