<Greeting>
(Eye Contact, and Smile and pause until everybody is ready, if not name the person who is responsible, gently ask him/her to pay attention)

<Introduction>

Hello everyone, today we are going to do some serious listening task. (Use every Ss’ responses to lead to topic.)
When you got enough responses tell them the topic-News.

(As same time of speaking write the topic on the Board)
<Eliciting and Predictions>

(Showing Ss a newspaper to elicit the topic)
Why do we read a newspaper? (holding the Newspaper)

What’s on the Newspaper?( get Ss’ ideas and write them on the board)

(anticipate Ss to answer, news, events, advertisement, weather, editorials, etc…)

What’s the alternative sources can you use to get the News? 
(anticipate Ss to answer, TV)

Good today we are going to watch the News.

<Introduction>
 How does a news were made? 
Reporter makes a news.

What does announcer do?

(Draw a TV screen, and locate the positions, thumbnails and talk about some briefing techniques)

<Demonstration>

Pretend you are a announcer, and a reporter

Now please take out the notes and write down some important information about the News we are going to watch
Show them the 5 minutes News clip twice. Encourage Ss to do it individually, Check whether they can hear and see the News properly.

<Instruction>
1. Separate them into 3~4 people group and share and compare their information abstracted from the News.

Distribute the pre-made newspaper articles and ask them to check the information.

LCD projector, Computer(Notebook) – including the other material that can be used to play the multimedia.


Maker and Board, 20 of A4 size papers and colored pens for 3 groups.


























Aims: 


  Making the judgment based on the abstraction  





Language Skills:


Listening : Watching the News, gathering key information.


Speaking : Sharing ideas in the group-work.


Reading : Reading the newspaper articles.


Writing : Making own newspaper article.








Language Systems: 


Functions : Prediction from abstracted ideas.


Lexis : key vocabulary in the News


Grammar : Making their own newspaper article.


 

















Assumptions:





Student already know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the class


Ss are at an high-intermediate level and have experience in reading English newspapers


Most of them already watched the identical News from their home TV.


Students are capable of writing a simple newspaper article.


Ss enjoy in group work and discussions.


News and Newspaper could have different date but have identical subject.








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not know vocabulary words in the News.


encourage Ss to guess from context


TV and Newspaper have different information about the subject.


Check carefully and ask student to accept the information they want to use.


Making their own newspaper may take time longer than expected.


give extra 5 min and take away the time off from checking the newspaper.


The post-activity may finish earlier than expectation.


make another newspaper articles or give more time on checking the newspaper.


If time is short


Start other activities earlier and give extra time on checking the newspaper. 
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
