   What catches your attention?

   What does the advertisement want to sell?

   What is the name of the company?

   Who do they want to sell this product to?

   What are features of the item?

(Discuss what Ss found)

(Check for understanding of advertisements and see if Ss are understanding correctly what is being advertised and how).
2. Making a creative advertisement

<Instruction>
T: Make groups of 3. 

Each group will make a product advertisement after discussion with group members. You have 5 minutes. 

After that, each team will make a presentation.
 <CCQ>
