	Materials: 
· 1 audio file from AP News
· A Laptop computer
· 16 copies of the news script with a few blanks
· board, marker(black, blue, red), Eraser



	Aims:
· To develop intensive listening skill by listening to the audio file of AP News “Real Economy and Stock Market”
· To learn what’s happening in the economy of these days, comparing Wall Street & Main Street economies.
· To learn economy-related vocabularies, and expressions by teacher’s explanation and by using them in debate.



	Language Skills:
· Listening: Listening to the audio file, teacher’s explanation about the vocabularies
· Reading: The script
· Writing: Filling the blanks
· Speaking: Debating, answering the questions



	Language Systems:
· Lexis: (primarily) looking up, when it comes to, measured by, get rid of, (and secondarily) signs of stability, consumer’s mood, rosy mood
· Function: Understanding and using the expressions that are related to economy
· Discourse: Debating with the group members



	Assumptions:
· Ss can speak, write in English with few mistakes.
· Ss have done debate in English.
· Ss are familiar with economy, and are interested in buying and selling stocks in stock market.
· Ss are businessmen and generally are eager to learn business English.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If Ss need to listen to the audio more than expected, shorten the debate time.
· If it looks like Ss don’t need to listen to the audio anymore earlier than expected, ask Ss about their experience in stock trading, and/or spend more time on learning related vocabularies such as ‘greenbacks’, or ‘Benjamin’ which is an American slang for ‘money’.
· If there are Ss who don’t own stocks, or Ss who’re not familiar with the stocks, try to interfere and let them naturally join the conversation by asking questions, and letting them ask their partner about the stocks.

I. Words and Expressions

Instruction

Write the words: signs of stability, consumer’s mood, rosy mood on the board and read them together. (Repeat)


Elicit Ss to speak using the pre taught words and expressions

II. Prediction

Instructions

Play the audio file.

CCQ
Did you listen well?
Did you catch the words we’ve learned?
How many words did you catch among the words we’ve learned?

Elicit individual Ss so to make sure the Ss know what they mean.

	Procedure:


1. Skimming for the main idea
(T writes the guiding Question on the board)

What happens on real economy & stock market, these days?

Instructions 1
Listen to the audio file again. Think about this Question on the board.

CCQ
What did you hear?
Any special words or phrases which explain on real economy & stock market?
(T writes students’ answers beside the pre-taught words on the board.)

(Listen again if necessary)


Instructions 2
This time, please focus on what happens on the stock market.
Listen carefully & if you need, you can make a note what you’ve heard.

CCQ
Did you sense what happens on the stock market?
Did you catch any words or phrases?
(T ticks on students’ correct answer on the board with blue marker. If there are any additional, add the answer with blue tick.)

(Listen again if necessary)


Instructions 3
Now, you’ll listen again. Please try to pick up the words or phrases about consumers.

CCQ
Did you recognize how consumers’ mind goes?
Did you catch any words or phrases?
(T ticks on students’ correct answer on the board with red marker. If there are any additional, add the answer with red tick.)

(Listen again if necessary)


2. Scanning for details
(T distributes the worksheet(script with blanks)).

Instructions 1
You will listen once more. Please fill the blanks while you are listening.

CCQ
How many did you catch?

(Listen again if necessary)

Instructions 2
Please work with your next person and check your answer.

CCQ
(Monitor discreetly)
(T checks the Ss answer / discussions.)


Instructions 3
Now, let’s check the answers together.
What is the answer for number1?

(Same for 2&3)
(If there are wrong answers, elicit and correct them)
