(Ss answer - Lee)
how about who is heavier?
(Ss answer - Gang)
That's right!!

(write down on the board)
" 000 is 000er than 000"
look at this,
when we want to compare between somethings, we can add -er at adjective.
and then we use than after comparatives.
So, Let's make a sentence.
if we want to say who is tall between Gang and Lee
we can say
"Gang is taller (>) than Lee"
if we want to say who is old between Gang and Lee
we can say
"Lee is older (>) than Gang"
if we want to say who is heavier between Gang and Lee.
we can say
"Gang is heavier (>) than Lee"
