Listening Script

(Pretend this chef OMRI SHAHAR is Harry Potter, in real class Harry Potter would instruct)
Hello, and welcome to ‘videojug’.

We are going to make spaghetti carbonara

Step 1: You will need following ingredients to serve two people.

200 g dried spaghetti 

2 tbsp olive oil 

6 bacon slices, chopped 

2 egg yolks 

35 g parmesan cheese 

4 tbsp cream 

Salt and pepper 

2 tbsp parsley, chopped 

Here is a quick summery of ingredients in a handy lists. 

You will also need to following new ten sources.

2 saucepans 

1 wooden spoon 

1 colander 

1 bowl 

1 spoon 

Step 2: prepared the pasta

Prepare a pan of boiling water and season with salt. Place the pasta into the pan and push it down with your wooden spoon, so that all the spaghetti is submerged under the water. Add half of the oil and cook for roughly 7-10 minutes.

Step 3: Render the bacon

Into a warmed second pan add the olive oil, then the chopped bacon. Stirring for ten minutes and let it render. To render simply means to melt the fat. Then turn the heat off.

Step 4: Combine the ingredients

Place the egg yolks into a bowl, then the cream, the parmesan cheese and combine it all together.

Step 5: Drain the pasta

Drain the pasta into a colander, and then place the colander back on top of the saucepan to drain the excess liquid.

Step 6: Add the egg mixture

Once the pasta is thoroughly drained, quickly place it back into the pan of bacon fat and stir well to coat the pasta. Then pour in the egg mixture and mix thoroughly. It is very important to use the warmth of the pasta to cook the egg yolks. But do not overheat as you'll end up with scrambled egg!

After mixing thoroughly, then seasoned (salt and pepper) and add the chopped parsley. 

Step 7: serve

Use the tongs to place a generous helping onto each serving plate.

And enjoyed with an glass of Italian white wine. 

And that is how to make spaghetti carbonara made the ‘videojug’ way and enjoy.

Aims:


To learn British accents by ‘live listening’ and ‘authentic listening’


To get confidents in global conversation


To learn to cook foreign food 





Language Skills:


Listening : video and from assistant teacher


Speaking : conversation within groups while cooking


Writing : by homework 








Language Systems:


Lexis : the words using to measure, vegetables, ingredients by flash cards


Phonology : can learn American accents and British accents 


Discourse : can understand the British accents meaning by situation





Assumptions:


Students:


Know how the class set up and run (2 student groups)


Suitable to listen other accents


Have done other cooking (know how to use a knife, danger of fire)





 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


① Error correction in grammars: not directly correct, today’s aim is to get confident talking to foreigners who don’t speak with same accent with their own. 





② A student don’t speak neither English nor Korean: Since this class have four enough teachers, ask some questions to that student to join the class. 





③ Scrambled the order in cooking: don’t get frightened. Try new way of spaghettis. Also, we have already made foods, too.





④ If don’t understand measurement of cooking: already playing the video while cooking, but if they still don’t understand, then show them using real cooking kits.





⑤ There is a chance that actors of Harry Potter cannot come to the class because of their busy schedule. If this happen, the video material will be used instead for British accent
