Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Student may confuse to make sentences using proper prepositions.


 -teacher can help to complete the sentences by drilling.


Student may use inproperate prepositions.


-error correction immediately and make student to practice and say fast.


There may be extra time left in the lesson.


- do back-up worksheets #4( find the differences in the picture and describe the picture using prepositions.


There may not enough time to finish the lesson. 


- cut-off plan : do back-up worksheets #4 (make few sentences using prepositions).
