	Aesop was a famous storyteller who lived in Greece about 2500 years ago. His many stories are often about animals and each has a rule about behavior that we should or should not follow. This rule is called the moral of the story.


The Fox and the Grapes
 One day a hungry fox was walking along a dusty road when he came upon a high brick fence. Hanging over the fence was a vine covered in bunches of ripe, juicy, purple grapes. As he spied the grapes, the hungry fox said to himself: “Those grapes look delicious. I will jump up and get myself some.” 

 Talking a long run-up, the fox jumped as high as he could, but his claws just missed the grapes. He tried again and again, but each time he missed reaching the grapes. No matter how hard he tried, he couldn’t reach the grapes and eventually he became too exhausted to try any more. Angrily he said “I bet those grapes are sour. I wouldn’t eat them even if they fell onto the road. I’ll go and find myself something decent to eat.” And so the fox went off in search of other food
