Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Ss may not be well aware of job related terminology


: Let Ss who know explain to those who don’t know and T explain if all don’t know


Ss may not be active in role play


: Ask Ss to create their own experience and character to be better role player


-     If time is short


: For pair activity of creating job interview questions, ask to make only 1question each instead of 2


-     It students finish with their tasks earlier


: Ask them to share their job interview experiences
