	Aims:

- Ss will be able to understand meaning of place preposition.
- Ss will be able to get used to using place preposition with drilling.
- Ss will be able to express sentences using place preposition.

	

	Language Skills:

- Writing : making some sentences through worksheet
- Speaking : drilling, repeating

	

	Language Systems:

- Grammar : Place preposition

	

	Assumptions:

- All students know how the class set up and run.
- All students know some basic words such as apple, box., dog, table…
- All students know a simple question form such as "Where is ~ ?"
- All students know how to play a matching game.

	

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students might not understand the instructions that they heard 
-> Make sure to chunk instructions and repeat SLOWLY.
- Students may not be able to have right answer.
-> (Don't make them embarrassed) using realia, find the right answer.
- If time is not enough
-> cut off a post activity / gives Ss a homework

- If still have time,
-> Teacher gives Ss more time to write a worksheet and review what we learned today.

Whole Class

	Procedure:

T : Hello, everyone! How are you today?
Ss : I’m fine.

T : (Attach the paper. : in, on, under, beside) Look at this.  Where the ball is~!

Where? First, On, on, on the box. (in, under, beside the box)

Repeat after me.

Ss : On the box. (2 times)

T : Great.
T : Today, we are going to learn how to speak where the apple is.
T : Now, let's look at this. This is a box. And This is an apple.
 (Teacher shows students an apple on the box) Where is the apple?
The apple is ~
Ss : on the box. (2times)
T : (Teacher shows students the apple beside the box) 
The apple is. 
Ss : Beside the box. 
T : (Teacher shows students the apple under the box) 
 The apple is
Ss : Under the box.
T : (Teacher shows students the apple in the box) 
The apple is 
Ss : In the box.

	Procedure:

T : Then, let’s look at this picture. (attach the prepared picture on the white board)

T : Where is the apple?       Ss : On the table.
T : The apple is on the table. Repeat after me.

Ss : The apple is on the table.
T : Where is the football?       Ss : In the box

T : The football is in the box. Repeat after me.

Ss : The football is in the box.


T : Where is the box?           Ss : Beside the table.

T : The box is beside the table. Repeat after me.

Ss : The box is beside the table.

T : Where is the dog?           Ss : Under the table.

T : The dog is under the table. Repeat after me.

Ss : The dog is under the table.
  (T asks Ss / when Ss can't answer exactly, T helps Ss)

Repeat the sentences 2 times.
T : Fantastic!
T : Now, we are going to play a matching game.
Can you remember we learned today?
You guys look at the apple, football, box, dog carefully and attach the right answer. Any volunteer? ( Pick up one student )
Yes~ Rebeca, come on up here and attach the right answer
( Ss : Come on up and attach the answer ) 
T : Are they right?
Ss : Yes.
T : Perfect. Then let’s repeat the sentences again.
