Public Silliness, Flash Mob

Most of the time, life in the public area is predictable. When we walk out of our doors each day into the world, we assume people will act purposefully, respectfully and politely. It is unusual to see this gentle composure disturbed. However what results when it is destroyed is often a surprise and a scene of awkwardness. This is exactly the point of Flash Mob, or a group of people who assemble suddenly in a public place to perform some unusual acts of public silliness. This organized public disturbance has evolved through years and became more prevalent all over the world.
The first successful Flash Mob event happened in 2003 in New York City. Flash Mob organizer Bill Wasik used the Internet to arrange a meeting of a large number of people at Manhattan landmark at a set time. After the mob arrived at the meeting point, they were given instructions; to come from different directions and meet at the same point, on the ninth floor in the rug department of Macy’s and make a silly scene as a group.

“Worldwide Pillow Fight Day” was a pillow fight Flash Mob that happened on March 22nd, 2008.  This was, by far, the largest Flash Mob event, involving people in over 25 cities around the world. Social networking on the Internet also permitted the creation of the second largest Flash Mob, the “Silent Disco” in London in 2006. This event involves 5000people who all suddenly began silent disco dancing.
