T: Who did we see in the story? 

Ss: dog, tiger, duck, frog, cat

T: how about we say hi to the animal friends?

Duck: H! everyone~I am a duck. I am a bird that can swim and fly. I have special feet to help me swim.(sounds: quack)
Dog:  Hi! Friends~I am a dog. I am a furry animal with four legs. Many people have me as pet. Jennifer! I think you are very pretty. You have such a beautiful skin. I don’t have a family. Can I please be your pet?  Thank you^^(sounds: bark)
Frog: Hi~~I am a frog. I am a small animal that can live in or out of water. I like to live in ponds. I can jump a long way into the air.(sounds: ribbit-ribbit)
Cat: Hi~everyone~I am a cat. I am a small, furry animal. I have a long tail. Some people keep me as pet. Justin! I am a pretty and I think you are handsome..i think we should be friends..what do you think? Thank you~^^(sounds:meow)
Tiger: hello~I am a tiger. I am a large wild animal. I am like a big cat with an orange coat and black stripes. I am a strong and fierce anima l don’t have any friends because everybody is afraid of me..can everybody please be my friend? Thank you^^
(sounds:roar)

Alie: does dog have four legs?
