And also there are definitions and small pictures in the middle and right hand side respectively.  
Demonstration: Now, with your pairs, you are going to find and match the right definition and picture according to the vocabulary on the left hand side. For instance, (demonstrate on the board while speaking) once you found the definition and right picture that describes the vocabulary, all you need to do is just write 1 next to the definition and picture. Is that clear? Then I will give you 7 minutes to complete this worksheet.

Instruction: The time is up. Please put your handout aside and I will give you another worksheet for today. Now, you will be listening to the talk that I’m going to read it out to you only two times. There will be an underlined blank space as you listen and read the paper. You need to write down what you heard on that paper. 
Demonstration: For example, you will see that the waiter says, ‘Good morning sir’, but the next answer is missing on the paper but you will here I say, ‘I’d like a seat by the window please. So you have to write ‘I’d like a seat by the window’ on the paper. Ok? (draw the line on the board to indicate the answer is missing and write the example on top of it). 
CCQS: Now, before we really start, how many times will you listen to the script? 
(Ss answer= twice)
And what do you do while you are listening? (Ss answer=write the answer on the paper) Perfect. Now I will begin.

	Post-Activity 

	Materials: Listening worksheet and students’ answer.

	Procedure:

Instruction: Ok, that’s it for the listening. Did you all write down the answer? Yes? No? Don’t worry, we will go through the answer now and you can check as you go through.  
Demonstration: But from now on, I’m not going to read this paper, but each of you will speak one paragraph each.  
CCQ: So, Sue (anyone who sits in a first row), where should you start from? (When Sue answers correctly, looks at next person sitting next to her). 

Conclusion: 
Great! You all did a wonderful work today. I hope you enjoyed this lesson and I’m pretty sure that from now on you will feel more confident when you go to a foreign country and enjoy your meal in a lovely restaurant. Thank you! 



SOS plan 1:  If an extra time is left in the lesson.

Provide the list of food and drink handouts to students. And then ask three volunteers to come up the front and start role-play by using the handouts instead of the listening worksheet.   

SOS plan 2: If there may not be enough time to finish the lesson.

Ask two volunteers or pick strong students to come up the front and role-play the script instead of whole class reading one paragraph each.

Ordering a meal and a drink








Materials:


- 9 copies of listening worksheets. 


- 9 copies of vocabulary worksheets. (New vocabulary, definition, pictures)


- 9 copies of the food and drink list. (For SOS plan1) 


- Board and markers. 





Aims: 


- To learn useful vocabulary and expressions when ordering food in a restaurant by learning new words and listening and completing the worksheet. 


- To practice and improve listening and speaking skills with a practical subject.


- To gain confidence after learning expressions and incorporate it in real-life situation.


- To learn about the manners in a restaurant. 





Language Skills:


Reading: read new vocabulary with definition and the listening worksheet.


Listening: listen to the teacher’s instructions and presentation of worksheet and classmates’ reading.   


Speaking: speaking new vocabulary and reading out the listening worksheet in turn.


Writing: filling in the underlined blank spaces in the worksheet and checking the answers.  





Language Systems: 


Lexis: refill, soda, madam, recommend, appetizer, broccoli, check, credit card.  


Phonology: practicing new and unfamiliar vocabulary and listening to the instruction. 


Function: Being able to order the meal at restaurant and incorporate into real-life situation. 











Assumptions:


- Most students have been to foreign countries. 


- They know the Simple and easy vocabulary such as waiter, customer, soup, etc.


- They have experience ordering food in foreign countries. 


- They know they have two chances to listen to the demonstration.  








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not understand the meaning of some words. 


*Pre-teach the definition by giving out the vocabulary handout. 





There might be an extra time left in the lesson. 


*SOS1- giving out the list of food and drink names to make a role-play in class.  





There may not be enough time to finish the lesson. 


*SOS2- ask two volunteers to come out and act based on the listening worksheet. 





Students may not be able to dictate while listening. 


*Read slowly and emphasize confusing words and answers. (Chunk listening)
