<Greeting>
T: Hello, everyone!
C: Hi, teacher!

T: Hi, Julie Hello and how are you? (asking everyone by song)

How’s the weather today? Is it cold outside?
Who wants to answer the date and the day? Raise your Hands! Ok…Christina!

C: It’s 29th November! It’s Sunday!

T: Alright! Then…how many students do we have? Is there anyone absent?
C: No one!

T: Let’s arrange the attendance group here! We have…

	Materials: story telling book ‘Brown bear, Brown bear What do you see?’

	Time
6 minutes

	Procedure:

T: Today, I am not alone! I brought a friend who has something to tell you! Do you want to listen to the brown bear?
<Telling students the story>

Check Ss listening carefully. Ask CCQs if it needed…
<CCQ>

What does brown bear see?

What does the teacher see?

Can you tell me what the students see?

	Main Activity 

	Materials: Board and Markers, Pictures, Flashcards, color tape

	Time
20 minutes

	Set Up
Group work
Whole class

	Procedure:

<1st Instructions>
(Showing Ss pictures to elicit the topic)

-about colors <CCQs>
Look at the picture. What color is this?
What about this?

Does anyone know the name of this color?

When you see this color, what do you picture in your mind?
-about animals <CCQs>
Look at this! What is this?

Where does it live?

How does it fly?

-about feelings <CCQs>
Look at her! Does she look happy?

Do you think he is angry? What do you think?
(making 2words with feelings and animals)

Make 2 small groups tell the words as many as they can one by one team the last team who says wins

T: Hey guys! I want everyone to work as a team! 

Let’s make two words as many as possible!
For example, we can put “Angry” and “Dog” together. Here we have “Angry dog”
<Activity demonstration>

Quickly set the place and place the cards
(have students help after teacher’s explanation)

Explain the rules of game and everyone have fun together during the game

T: hey guys! We are going to do the fun game! I’ll make triangle with these picture cards. In this triangle there is a secret! Does anyone know what secret it has?
C: There are 3 sections in the triangle.

T: Yes! You are right! The triangle is divided into 3 sections. Colors, animals and feelings! First, I’ll choose someone who is sitting nicely. If you are chosen you will roll the dice, then you will have a number. Run from the start as many as you have on the dice. Then you will follow the directions of the triangle you land on. For example, if you land on a monkey space you should act like a monkey saying “I’m a monkey” Or if you land on the red space you should find red in the class with saying “This is red!”

Who wants to show us first?

Legs of the race:

1st leg-> find the color in the class! (This is red! This is blue, etc…)

2nd leg-> act like an animal! (I’m monkey! I’m lion, etc…)

3rd leg->catch the feelings! (pretend you are happy, sad, hungry, etc…)
Rules:
1. Throw a dice
2. Run from the start as many as you have from the dice

3. Follow the directions of the triangle you land on.
4. If you land on a monkey space you should act like a monkey.
5. Every one has to run to complete the race.

6. First student to reach the goal wins!

	Procedure:

<2nd instruction>

Making sentences with colors, animals and feelings
Ex) Blue bear is hungry.
      Red cat is scared…
<Coloring the worksheet>
You will have a worksheet. Look at the worksheet.

What does it say? Can you all read together?

Draw and color as it says. You can share the information with your partner. You two work together, and you two work together! I will give you 4 minutes.

(showing Ss demonstration)

T: It says “Green dog is happy” here. 

Then first how should we draw the face? 

What about the shapes?

And which color should we use here?

Now I’ll show you how I drew the “Green dog is happy”
<CCQs>

How much time do you have?

Will you write some sentences or draw pictures?

Is this for pair work or group work?

<Closing>
Today we talked about colors, animals and feelings. Did you enjoy the activity? Was it fun?

(Dismiss the class if there’s no questions.)

See you tomorrow. Have a nice day.

Aims: 


To give vocabulary words for colors, animals and feelings


To review vocabulary learned and to use them


To help students to describe their feelings


To practice and improve grammar skills with simple sentences


To learn how to cooperate in a peer group after teacher’s instructions





Language Skills:


Speaking-> participating in a game, making some correct sentences


Listening-> listening to teacher’s instruction, demonstration, story telling <Brown bear, Brown bear What do you see?>


Reading-> reading the sentences on the white board, reading the worksheet


Writing-> answering own opinion on the worksheet





Language Systems: 


Phonology-> distinctions between L/R, V/B


Function-> predicting, giving and receiving opinions


Discourse-> expressing idea, asking WH- questions


Lexis-> key vocabulary (ex. Happy lion, Scared rabbit, etc…)


Structure-> simple sentences and pronouns

















Assumptions:


Students already know


->how to count from 1 to 100


->students are at a pre-intermediate level and have already known vocabulary in the text


->students are able to express simply their ideas and opinions in English


->students are familiar with doing games and answering worksheets





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not know several vocabulary words


->encourage them to guess and do the review activity


The post-activity may finish earlier than expected


->review what we learned today and gets student’s ideas


If time is short


->cut reviewing and do games first


->worksheet can be homework


If students finish their tasks earlier than expected


->ask as many as possible about animals they have seen or use the sos plan
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
