-It means to become impossible to see.
Repeat after me “disappeaer”
* Silly
 - showing a lack of thought, understanding or judgement
Repeat after me “silly
*Gather around
-It means to come  together in one place, forming a group around sb/sth 
Repeat after me “Gather around”
*Light up
--It means to become or to make sth bright with light or colour
Repeat after me “light up”
*Squirrel
-show the picture of ‘Squirrel’.
 Repeat after me “Squirrel”
