	Procedure:

<Movie Clip and dialogue>
Instruction

You will be given the worksheet and you are going to watch the short movie clip twice. As you watch, listen and read, you have to write the dialogue that is missing on the paper. 
(Hana writes “How are you?” and “Good, Thank you.” On the board.) 
Demonstration 
For instance, the dialogue begins with “How are you?” but the next reply, “Good thank you.” is missing, so you have to write that speech. 
CCQS

1. So, are you working in pairs? (Answer. No)

2. How many times are you watching the video clip? (Answer. 2)
Perfect. 
(Hana is giving out the listening worksheets to students and Haejung ready to play the video.)
Now we will play the video. 
(after 1 time)
We will play one more time. 

(After 2nd time)

Ok, give me the 1st answer. Next?

	Materials: passenger cards, role play handouts and cards.

	Procedure:
<Passenger card>
Instruction

Alright, now we are going to give you the passenger card (show it to the class) that you have to write when you go to overseas. 
Demonstration
You are working individually and you can guess or make it up when you are completing the card.  
CCQS
1. Who are you working with? (Answer. Individual work)
<1st Role Play>

Ok, have you all finished completing your passenger card?
Instruction

You two are together, you two and you three are working together.

Now, with your partner you are going to do the 1st role-play. We are going to give you this handout and this sheet has the questions to ask. With your partner you can decide who will ask and answer first and then you change the role.    

Demonstration 
For instance, here the question says, ‘Where are you from?’, and then Hana will answer ’I’m from Korea’. When you ask all the questions then you swap the role. 
CCQs

1. What do you ask to your partner? (Answer. Questions on the handout)
2. What do you do next when you finished asking questions? (Answer. Change the role)
<2nd Role Play>
Now this time, you are going to do a little be different but really interesting role play with your same partner. 

Instruction

Same as last time, you are going ask questions from this 2nd role play handout. But before you answer, you will choose one card from four cards for every question. These cards have numbers on it, number 1 means question 1 and 2 means question 2. 
Demonstration

Okay for example, the first question is, “what is your job?” the person who answers pick one of the cards numbered 1 (Hana picks one card and it’s ‘FBI’) and Hana needs to make the answer by using this word. 

Hana: This is the top secret, but I work for the FBI. 

CCQS:

1. Before you answer the questions, what do you do? (Answer. Pick the cards)

2. When you answer question2, can you pick the card number 3? (Answer. No)

2. What do you do when you make one of those lines?-indicate the board (Answer. Say Bingo!)



*SOS1 (when time is left): 
Giving out the home work paper and explain about it. 
*SOS 2 (Not enough time):
Switch the size of Bingo game paper. Instead of giving out the 4x4 sized papers, provide the 3x3 sized Bingo papers.

Materials:


- 9 copies of the ‘passenger card’. 


- 7 copies of the homework question. (SOS1)  


- 7 copies of the 1st and 2nd role play handouts. 


- 16 role play cards. 


- 3 bingo papers. 


- 9 copies of the listening worksheets. 


- laptop, overhead projector and internet (youtube 3:12). 


- Board and markers. 








Aims: 


- To enthusiastically speak in English at the airport. 


- To develop intensive listening skills by watching and listening clip. 


- To develop the knowledge about the procedure at the airport. 


- To ask and answer in English with an unexpected question and event. 





Language Skills:


Reading: listening worksheet, passenger card and role-play handouts.  


Speaking: answer the listening worksheet, role play and Bingo game. 


Writing: writing the dialogues and completing the passenger card. 


Listening: teachers’ instructions and demonstration, video clip, role-play and questions. 





Language Systems: 


Phonology: practicing and performing the role play and listening to the instructions. 


Function: Being able to speak in English in an unfamiliar situation. 


Discourse: group discussions. 











Assumptions:


- Most students can speak fluent English and convey messages with few inaccuracies but most are understandable. 


- Students know they should speak only English in the classroom. 


- All students have been to the airport and most students have been to the foreign countries. 


 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- There might be an extra time left in the lesson. 


*SOS1: Giving out the home work paper and explain about it. 





- Three may not be enough time to finish the lesson. 


*SOS2: Switch the size of Bingo game paper. Instead of giving out the 4x4 sized papers, provide the 3x3 sized Bingo papers. 





- Some students might have difficulty in understanding some vocabulary in the text.


*Help students in person who have trouble in understanding the vocabulary not to distract other students.  





- Students may not understand the rules for role-play. 


*Demonstrate the role play in front of the class and ask CCQs.
