Assumptions:

Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

  → explain the meaning


	- Students may not be able to pick up details from the listening


→ Read the text, play the audio clip again


	- If time is short


→ Be flexible with the time.  Give more time to finish it and cut off the time of post-activity


	- If students finish their tasks early


	  → Ask as many students as possible they express their opinions and review the topic
