How many of you brushed your teeth this morning?
You need to brush your teeth at least 3 times a day~!

What do you need to brush your teeth?
(Expected answers: toothbrush, toothpaste, cup, mirror etc.)

Have you ever bought your own toothpaste? 

What do you like about your toothpaste?
Does the packaging look good? Does it taste or smell good? Or do you like the name of the product?
Today we’re going to design our own toothpaste package and make a TV commercial to make it attractive to our future customers.

Let’s watch some sampled TV commercials for toothpaste.
(show them samples of 2 TV commercials)

1. Sample TV commercial using a CM song

Ipana toothpaste commercial

Get the new Ipana
With the brand new flavor, its﻿ dandy for your teeth
Brush-a, Brush-a, Brush-a
New Ipana tooth-paste
Brush-a, Brush-a, Brush-a
Knocks out decay germs fast!
FAST! Fast! You sure are right! 
2. Sample TV commercial for kids’ toothpaste

Orajel Lil' Bear Toothpaste Commercial
Safe to swallow, Fluoride free, and has great flavors,
“WHAT MOMS WANT & KIDS LOVE”

· What are the names of the brands?

· What are the key messages that the commercial tries to give to the viewers?
· What method did they use?
What are the things that you have to decide when you are advertising your product?

Let’s brainstorm to together and list up some factors that you may include to advertise your own toothpaste.
(Write on the board the things that Ss should include in their commercials.)

You will have to include these 5 things in your commercial.

1. Target users

2. 3 unique selling points with a catchy catch phrase
3. Name of your product
4. Price

5. Packaging
· catchy: attractive and easy to remember.
What do you think the most important thing is in a TV commercial?

Yes right, you have to have clear selling points.

<CCQs>

· What does toothpaste has to be?

In other words, what are the adjectives or phrases you can use to describe the good function of your toothpaste?

(Expected answers: great flavor, brand new flavor, safe to swallow, fluoride free, bright & white teeth, cheap price, knocks out decay germs fast!)
· When something such as a dead body, a dead plant, or a tooth decays, it is gradually destroyed by a natural process.
· A germ is a very small organism that causes disease.
· Plaque is a substance contain
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· You have your product all ready. Now what do have to prepare?

You have to find an effective method to advertise your product. What other methods can you use besides CM song and animation? 
(Expected answers:  role play, pantomime, interview, narration, exaggerated voice/tone/action)

	Procedure:

Now I’m going to put you in pairs.

Aini & Anna

Christina & Chelsy

Jessica & Jayna

Julie & Yuri

You all are going to be a toothpaste package designer and at the same time, actresses to advertise your own toothpaste in the TV commercial.
(Hand in toothpaste pattern sheets and big paper for writing down their selling points.)
Work in pairs to design a toothpaste package, and prepare a script to advertise your product. 
Use the big worksheet to write down your target users, the 3 key selling points, the name of your product, and the price.
And discuss with your partner how you are going to present, I mean advertise, your product.

Each TV commercial will take 1~2 min. 
You should remember, a TV commercial should be short but should have a high impact to the viewers, your possible customers.
Viewers will just change the channel or turn off the television if its more than 2 minutes, ok?

For this reason, your package and the script should be very simple and concise; your message should be straight to the point.
And you can use any methods to make your commercial effective.

Ok, now start working in pairs.

I will give you 15 minutes to prepare.
(Ss will be working in pairs. Walk around and make sure Ss are working well. If students have difficulties, show them samples of real toothpaste packaging.)
(after 15 minutes)

Are you all ready to perform a TV commercial?

OK, give me your brand name of the toothpaste.

(Write down the brand names on the board, and rearrange them in alphabetical order.)

Now, we’re going to start in alphabetical order.
000 toothpaste team, come up and paste your big paper on the board, and be ready to present your toothpaste.
OK~, let us start a live broadcast now. Give them applause~!

(4 teams will present their commercials.)

You all did a great job! Which brand do you want to buy when you see the 4 brands of toothpaste in the supermarket?

(Vote for the winner by showing their hands.)
(And give special prize to the winners.)

4. Price

5. Packaging

Aims: 


Ss will be able to cooperate with partners combining both artistic skills and writing skills.


Ss will be able to think creatively to advertise their toothpaste as a seller.


Teach Ss indirectly the importance of brushing their teeth.








Language Skills:


Listening: listening to teacher’s instructions and classmates


Speaking: sharing ideas with partners to complete designing a toothpaste package and writing a TV commercial script


Writing: writing a TV commercial script


Reading: reading the instructions from the worksheet

Assumptions:


Ss are familiar with TV commercials.


Ss know how to write a short essay with some easy adjectives.


Ss know how to express their feelings in English.


Ss are enthusiastic about creative team works.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss may have hard time which vocabulary to use when writing a script.


Allow Ss to use a dictionary.





Few Ss answer to CCQs such as “What are the methods you can use to make a TV commercial?”


Brainstorm together reminding them the TV commercials they have seen recently.





Ss may think it difficult to come up with creative ideas designing a package and writing a script.


Show them some samples of real toothpaste package.
