<Activity demonstration>
Explain the activity. Ask CCQs if it needed…
everyone have fun together during the activity
T: hey guys! We are going to do the fun activity! Now I’ll put you into two groups and will give you the map of the treasure, but all maps have different numbers to point the treasure. 
<CCQ>

Does anyone has difficulty with the watching this map?
Well…you 4 work together, and you 4 will work together! First, you will get the hidden cards and if the all of the members in your group get the cards, see if you can make one sentence. It will be a nick name of a nation. And also two teams will have different country. Once you get the country, you will make a magazine for introducing that country! Alright? I’ll give you 8minutes to get those hidden cards and match with your team member to make a sentence!

How much time have you got?

How many sentences should one team make?

What will the sentence be?
What kind of nick name does Korea have?
<Get the hidden cards>

Helping ss to get the hidden cards

Monitoring them if they speak in English 
<Guessing the country with the right order of the nickname cards>
Giving them hints if it needed

Encourage ss to guess the country by the nick name

Language Systems: 


Phonology-> distinctions between L/R, Sh/S, F/P


Function-> predicting, giving and receiving opinions


Discourse-> expressing idea, asking WH- questions


Lexis-> key vocabulary (ex. Culture,costumes, etc…)


Structure-> many sentences and pronouns

















Assumptions:





Students can…


->search anything they want on the internet


->understand about different cultures between countries


->They got used to work with team members as a group


->They have done many projects in English


->students are on the upper advanced level


->They already talked about many countries (ex. The location, weather, culture, etc…)


->this is the end of the language based lessons





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Students may not know several vocabulary words


->encourage them to guess and do the review activity


The post-activity may finish earlier than expected


->review what we learned today and gets student’s ideas


If time is short


->get hidden cards quickly and do activity immediately


If students finish making magazine earlier than expected


->ask as many as possible about nations they have been to or use the sos plan
