(write on a board an example)

        2.Good friends give each other compliments.

T: what do you think of ways that good friends treat each other?
(Elicit from Ss)

T: To have good friends you must be a good friend.
  (making 2 groups)
T: Well, doing brainstorm thinking of ways that good friendship treat each other.

I`ll give you 3 minutes.

Discuss with each other and make a list .

1.Game Activity
T: Okay, this time let`s play a “Hello, my friend!” game.

(instruction and demonstration)

(poster “Hello my friend! Can you guess who I am?” on a board)

Have one child sit in the middle of a circle on a chair. This child should cover his/her eyes. Then pick one child to go up to the child in the middle and say “Hello my friend, can you guess who I am?” The child in the middle gets three guesses. Then the child who spoke sits in the middle and the child that was in the middle chooses another speaker.

The children can use their silly voices can be more difficult and amusing.

	Procedure:

T: Well, Let`s sing together. This is “Goodbye” song.

(Distribute song lyrics)

(instruction)

I say, “stand up!” and do the action. The students 

Follow my action, and I encourage them to say “stand up!” Next I do the same with “sit down”, and “clap your hands” I have the students repeat the lyrics, line by line, after me. When we sing the song, the students do the actions, and sing. Teacher also can use actions for the goodbye.
