	Procedure:
<Greeting>
Hello, everyone! How are you? 

<Eliciting and Prediction>
(Use their belongings to elicit the word “OO’s”)
T: Who is she?
S: She is Hana.

T: What is this? 
S: This is a pen.
T: Can I borrow this?
S1: Sure.
T: Can I keep this? 

S1: No.

T: Whose pen is this?
S2: It’s Hana’s pen. (write it down on the board)
T: Good.
Continue with 2 more students.

	Procedure:

<Presentation>
(Use their belongings to elicit the word “his, her, my, your”)

T: Whose pen is this? 
S: It’s Hana’s pen.

T: What word can you use instead of “Hana’s”
S: her. (write it down on the board)
T: Make a sentence. Whose pen is this?
S: It’s her pen.

T: Who bought this?
S: I bought it.

In the same way, explain and demonstrate the words  “his, my, your” with using the chart as below.

1 minute left.

Do you need more time?

Ask them what they know about their partner.
T: Sue. Tell me something about Daniel.
S: He washed his hands. He washed His face. He cleaned his teeth…
T: Daniel. Tell me something about Sue.
S: She had 2 eggs and …

Materials:





- 8 Copies of the “worksheet #1” 


- 8 Copies of the “worksheet #2”


- Board, board markers 





Aims: 





- To learn about American culture 


- To learn and practice the form, meaning of the words “his, her, my, your”


- To practice and improve listening and reading, speaking writing skills








Language Skills:





- Listening: instruction, interacting with group members, 


- Speaking: practice activities, brainstorming


- Reading: worksheets instructions & questions


- Writing: worksheet answers, note-taking








Language Systems: 





- Phonology: listening to instruction & explanations


- Function: acquisition of knowledge how to use possessive adjectives wisely in various situations


- Grammar: his, her, my, your (possessive adjectives)








Assumptions:





- Ss know the teacher’s style of teaching


- Ss learned the words “borrow, buy, give, keep, have, can, may”


- Ss can speak and write in English but not very accurately








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not understand the meaning


Provide more examples





The post-activity may finish earlier than expectation


Introduce the homework (SOS Plan 1&2)





If time is short 


Cut-Off Plan: do post activity tomorrow
