Hi, everyone. It’s a wonderful day, isn’t it? Today, we are going to learn about the present continuous form. 
Then you will get to pair up with a partner to make your lunch. Are you guys excited? First, let’s talk about your favorite food.
(What kind of food do you like best?
Do you know about how to make it? 
Can you make it by yourself?
How do you make it?)
(Eliciting and write on the board)

Now, let’s learn some verbs! When I show you a verb card, you should explain it to other classmates only with motions. Then, others can guess. Let’s do it in clockwise.
Demonstration
I will give you an example, What am I doing? 
Right, I am folding a bread in half.
(Eliciting and write “Fold” on the board)
CCQ

+What are you going to see in the card?
+How many cards can you see in each person?
+How can you express the meaning of the verb?
Ok. Let’s start.

 What is he/she doing?( 8 times)
(Using verb cards)

(Eliciting and write 8 kinds of verbs on the board)

5 sliced cheeses, 10 sliced hams, 4 cucumbers, 9 plastic gloves, 5 Knives, 10 plates

	Procedure:

1. learn the present continuous form
Instruction

As we say, we use “Be+ing” form when we express our actions at the time of speaking.
(What am I doing right now?
 What are you doing right now XX?
 What is he/she doing right now?)
(Eliciting “be+ing” form and write on the board)
It’s easy, isn’t it? 

Then, let’s make some more examples together using cooking words. 

Demonstration
I will give an example.
I am baking cookies. 

CCQ

+ How many examples do you need to make?

+ What kind of word do you need to use?

+ What kind of tense do you need to use?

Ok, please tell me some more examples. 

What else?
(Eliciting and write sentences using “be+ing” form on the board)

2. Guess food.
Instruction

Now, before making our lunch, let’s do some small activities. I will tell you the ingredients. Then you can guess what kind of food it is. Are you ready? 

Demonstration
Example1, There are oil, potatoes and salt. Which food can we make with these ingredients? 
Right, it would be French fries. 

Let’s move to the next example. There are rice, potatoes, onion, meat, a carrot and curry powder. Which food can we make with these ingredients? 
Great, it would be curry and rice.

(Write those ingredients on the board.)

Let’s guess today’s menu.

CCQ

+ Are we going to cook right now? 
+ What kind of food are we going to make?

+ How many ingredients are we going to use?
Ok, I will tell you some ingredients. That’s for today’s lunch. There are sliced bread, ham, cheese and cucumber. Can anybody guess what kind of food we are going to make today?
Ding, dong, dang. Excellent! You guys have the great potential to be cook.

Today, we will make sandwich by ourselves.

3. Make a sandwich.
Instruction 
Ok, it’s time to make a sandwich. Two people will make one sandwich together. First, I will show you an action card. Then each person will act according to the card. Then please guess what he/ she is doing and repeat after him/her.
(Ss will work with partner by selection. Ex) A-B, A-B)
Demonstration

I will give you an example. What am I doing? 
Right, I am setting the ingredients on the table. 
CCQ

+ How many sandwiches are you going to make in two people?

+ What do we have to do with the action cards?

+ Are we going to cook right now?
Let’s do it in clockwise.
Wow, we made a fantastic sandwich. Let’s have a lunch time with your delicious sandwich. I will give 3 minutes.
Let’s have a good meal.

(T-S and S-S Repeat “what are you doing?” ,“What is he/she doing now? while eating a sandwich)
