	Materials:
· PowerPoint presentation and computer
· Worksheet#1: 7 copies (1 copy for each student + 1 extra copy)

· Situation and role cards: 3 copies (1 copy for 1 group + 1 extra copy)
· Whiteboard and board markers in case necessary


	Aims:
· Ss think about pros and cons of cosmetic surgery by role-playing.
· Ss practice speaking the ideas having reasons in role-playing.

· Ss practice correcting their mistakes for themselves through the homework.
· Ss learn some new words concerning the cosmetic surgery.


	Language Skills:
· Listening:    listening to the teacher’s instruction
                    listening to the other students’ talking while role-playing
· Speaking:   role-playing any particular part in front of the class
· Reading:     reading the role cards and guessing what happens
· Writing:       making a script of their dialogue (homework)


	Language Systems:
· Phonology:   pronouncing new words appropriately
· Lexis:             learning new words
· Function:      expressing one’s wish or suggestion
                      asking questions and answering (between doctor and parent)
· Discourse:    practicing the particular situation organized in a role-play


	Assumptions:
· Ss already know :
· How the class is set up and run.
· The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.
· How to express their opinion in English.
· Ss have some amount of information of plastic surgery.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If students may not understand the situation or their roles,
 T should give students explanation and more time to talk about the situation each other.

· If time is short,
 shorten the preparation time with the 5-minute time left.
· If students finish their tasks earlier than anticipated,
 give students time to think about good and bad points about the cosmetic surgery.

<Greeting>
Hello, everyone. How are things going?

<Eliciting>
Here is a very interesting speaking class again.

First, let’s look at one picture.
(Show the picture#1 on the screen.)
 This is an advertisement for something. What do you think it is for?

Today we’re going to talk about cosmetic surgery.

Do you know what the word ‘cosmetic surgery’ means?
Is there any word that is the same as ‘cosmetic surgery’?
When do people need the plastic surgery?
Why do you think some people want it?

	Procedure:
Study new words according to the topic
<Instruction>

Okay. There are many people who want the cosmetic surgery. And there are various kinds of it. Let’s take a look at some of them.

(Show SS the pictures and instruct the words using PowerPoint presentation)

This is a double-eyelid operation, making eyes bigger or wider. This is a hair removal surgery on your arms or legs. The next one is a nose job, making your nose higher and sharper. And this is a facial contouring surgery and that is a face-lift. The last one is a liposuction, removing fat from a particular area of the body.
Now we’re going to find the word appropriate to each picture. 

(Distribute the worksheet#1)

The words are at the bottom of the paper. Write the right word in the blank. We will work individually.
<Demonstration>

Let’s do the first one together. It’s about eyes. What’s the surgery to make eyes bigger and wider? Yes, it’s a double-eyelid operation. Find the word and write it in the blank.
<CCQs>

Are you going to work alone or in groups?
How can we fill in the blanks?

Ss do the worksheet. T looks around the class and check if someone needs help.

Now let’s speak these words together. Repeat after me. Say ‘Double-eyelid surgery’. ‘Hair removal surgery’… ‘Liposuction’.

Discussion and preparation for the role-playing
<Instruction>

Now we’re going to role-play related to a plastic surgery.
At first, let’s make two groups of three. There are three characters in here. Please read the situation and roles, determine the roles, and prepare for playing. We have 10 minutes. If you have any questions, feel free to ask.
<CCQs>
(Calling one student) Who are in your group?
With these cards, should we just discuss or role-play as well?
(Distribute the situation and role cards)
Monitor students’ doing and participate within each group. If students ask any questions, answer them. Give students the time warning: 1 minute left.
<Presentation>
Now we are going to have presentation. Which team wants to be first?

The texts in situation and role cards

Situation card
One teenager here also wants to make her appearance better through surgery in this winter, before the new school year. She asks her mom (or dad) to allow it. But the parent is concerned that the girl might attend only to the appearance, not to the inner beauty. So they decide to go see a doctor and ask their concerns. The doctor tells them the merits and dangers of plastic surgery. The parent gets interested in a face-lift. The parent asks questions about it, and the doctor answers them.
Role1 card: a teenager who wants to get cosmetic surgery
You want to get cosmetic surgery on your eyes and nose. You want to make your face look sharper and smaller as well. You believe the appearance which looks like the models in the magazines can make your life better. Give as many reasons as possible.
You go see a doctor for a consultation with your parent. Tell him what you want and ask the doctor to perform an operation immediately.
Role2 card: a parent who are concerned about the boy or the girl
You hear from your child that he or she wants to get the plastic surgery. But you think that it’s impossible to be like the superstars on TV. You’re also worried about the adverse effects of the surgery. Persuade your child to change his or her mind.
Finally, your child and you go to a plastic surgeon. There you feel like getting the face-lifting surgery. Ask anything about the surgery, including costs of the surgery, how long it takes to recover and the doctor’s experiences.
Role3 card: a doctor who knows the good and bad effects about the surgery.
You give counsel to the two people – one teenager and his or her parent. At first, show how the plastic surgery can benefit some people. You refuse to take a nose job or facial contouring surgery for the teenager because the bones have not been all grown up. And you explain what dangers can occur during and after the surgery, such as a complete paralysis and side effects.
Then you will answer some questions about a face-lift from a parent.
