T: Now, we are to going to learn how to make a sentence with these words.
1) I have a cold. (showing the title) You have a cold. 

He has a cough. She has a headache. They have a fever.

-Write 4 sentences and read together. 

Okay, I’d like you to try making a sentence with people in our class. For example Nicky has a fever. Kim, do you want to try one?”
-Two other Ss make the sentences.

   I need to have three groups for practice.-divide Ss into three groups (4 for each group).

I will give you a piece of paper, glue, and a maker. Listen carefully.

(Game) 

You need to make a picture with 8puzzle pieces and glue it on the left side of the paper. You will find six numbers on it. Then match numbers with right sentences.  You have 5 minutes. When you finish, Say ‘finish’ Whoever finishes first is a winner.
<CCQ>

- What are you going to do first?
- Do you need to glue a picture on the right side of the paper 

or the left side of the paper ?
- When do you finish, what do you need to say?   Go!

T: Stop!

Okay, you guys did good jobs. 

      Now I will show you some pictures quickly. Look carefully.  
There is a picture with the name. 
Make a sentence what is happening with the name. 
-show 7pictures to Ss and let them to make sentences.

Aims: 


To know how to use ‘have (has)’verb


To know vocabulary which are related to being sick


To know how to make a sentence related with this top


To improve speaking skill by sharing idea and oral dill





Language Skills:


Speaking: Expressing sentences, oral drill and sharing, repeating the words from following teacher


Reading: Reading vocabulary, sentences on the board


Listening: Listening oral drill, songs


Writing: Fill in the blanks through paper work using picture





Language Systems: 


Lexis: vocabulary about being sick (fever, stomachache, headache, cough, earache)         


Grammar: ‘have (has)’verb

















Assumptions:


Students already know


The structure of simple tense (I am…, You are…, She/He is going)


The teacher’s style of teaching and pace/rate of teaching


The song (If you’re happy) 


Students don’t know


Symptom names of being sick


How to use ‘have (has)’ verb





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:





Students may not be able to understand the vocabulary meanings


Explain them quickly by showing pictures  


The class may finish earlier than expected


The teacher gives SOS activity(matching cards, bring objects)


Students may be confused with activity (game) –CCQ


The teacher assists when they are necessary more some examples


Students take longer to complete their task than expected


- Activity can off, no need to keep on doing ‘the next class’
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
