I want to teach children because I always enjoy communicating with young children. I also feel a great personal reward when I teach a child something. Also, my parents say I love storytelling and interacting with children. I intend to pass this skill on to my future students. Overall, I have a passion for education and I look forward to completing my dream.
  During my time at TC I want to learn more specific children training. Through these experiences, I’ll observe and learn from professional teachers and professors about the intricate nature of students and the art of teaching.
