Materials:


Picture puppet of Hansel and Gretel. 


Hand-outs to fill out blanks.


Hand-outs to show a map to use in learning directions.





Aims: 


Students are able to know expressions about letting know somebody directions. 


Students are able to practice role play each other with Hansel and Gretel puppet.


Students are able to apply those expressions to the various situations.





Language Skills:


Speaking: Say some expressions about directions. 


Listening: Listen to the dialogue related with directions. 


Reading: Read hand-out with blanks and do as what is written in there. 





Language Systems: 


Structure: Simple sentences 


Discourse: Interchange dialogues with each other related with directions. 


Function: Prediction, giving and receiving opinions

















Assumptions:


Students know some expressions about direction. 


Students can read a map and express the directions in English.


Students can make a role play with picture puppet. 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


If the students don’t understand the tasks exactly → Doing CCQs to be sure the whole class did understand.


If there are no volunteers, pick Ss randomly.


Give chances for all students to answer. lf Ss don't know the answer, give a hint or repeat again, and cheer them up to speak. 


The post–activity may finish earlier than expected → Do SOS activities.
