Materials: white board, makers, a picture of traffic lights, cooking ingredients, a recipe, balloons, sentences about rules on the paper 
Aims: 

· Ss can learn what Traffic lights are for. 

· Ss can learn between three different modes. 

· Ss can learn traffic rules. 

· Ss can know the importance of the traffic lights. 

· Ss can enjoy making traffic lights with bread and chocolate. 

Language Skills: 

·  Listening: teacher's explanations, students' answers 

·  Speaking: repeating, talking in a class 

·  Reading: recipe, sentences or words from the board 

·  Writing: spelling out words 


  

Language Systems: 

· Lexis: Ss can understand the meaning of Traffic lights. 

· Grammar: Ss can use "Should" and "Should not" forms. 

· Phonology: sh sound 

· Function: Ss can have a conversation about their experiences with traffic lights. 

· Discourse: Ss can speak when they should go/ should not go/ and what they should do in a street.   


Assumptions: 

· Ss know colors. 

· Ss know "We" / "He". 

· Ss know songs called "Days of a week","Monthly song" and "the weather song". 

· Ss know the meaning of top/ bottom/ between. 

· Some ss can blow up and tie up the balloons. 
Anticipated Errors and Solutions: 

· There might be an extra time left. ->SOS activities: balloon game, corner game 

· During activity, the class might be messy. -> T moves around and monitor them. 

· Ss might finish making late. -> T moves around and help them.

	Procedure: 

 T: Hi, Everyone! (Hi, teacher) 

 T: How are you today? (good) 

 T: What day is it today? (Wednesday) 

 T: It's Wednesday. Let's sing days of a week together. 
     (Sunday, Monday, ~) 

 T: What month is it? (January) 

 T: Yes, it's January. What's the date today? 

     (20th) Yes, It's January 20th today. 

 T: What year is it? (2010) 

 T: Let's sing Monthly song together. (January, February, ~) 

 T: How's the weather? (Cold) 

 T: It's cold today. 

 T: Let's sing weather song. (How is the weather? It's cold ~) 

 T: Let's say it all together, Today is.. (Today is Wednesday, January 20th, 2010, It's cold.) 
  

Draw the street with people and cars. One person is running into the crosswalk when cars go. Some people are waiting at the crosswalk. 
 T: Everyone, look at outside. What do you see? 
     (cars, motorcycles, boys, girls, etc) 

 T: Look at the board. What is it? It is called a Crosswalk. Repeat after me crosswalk. (crosswalk) Some people are waiting at the crosswalk. Why don't they walk? (cars) 

 T: Yes. Because cars are moving. It is dangerous. How do you know when you can walk crosswalk?  Can you see something near the crosswalk? What colors are they? (Red, Green and yellow) Right, What is it then? 

They are called Traffic lights. Repeat after me, Traffic lights. (Traffic lights)

	Procedure: 

T: When do you walk the crosswalk? Look at the boy, he is running on the crosswalk. That's very dangerous. He needs to wait like other people. What should he do? (Stop) 

T: Yes. He should stop at the crosswalk. Repeat after me. He should stop at the crosswalk. (He should stop at the crosswalk.) Then when can he go? Look at the traffic lights. What colors are they? 

(Red, green, yellow) How do you spell Red? (r e d ) What about green? (g r e e n) How about yellow? (y e l l o w ) 
Yes, there are 3 colors; red, green, yellow. So, he can walk when it is green. Repeat after me. He should walk the crosswalk when it is green. (He should walk the crosswalk when it is green.) Good. Repeat after me. He should stop when it is red. 

(He should stop when it is red.)   
 T: Sophia, do you run on the crosswalk or walk? (Walk) Good girl, you  should walk the crosswalk.  
T: Christine, do you stop at the crosswalk when it is green? 

(No, I walk.) good. You should walk when it is green. 

T: When should you stop at the crosswalk? 

(When it is red) Good. Why should you stop? (Cars, accident, hospital) Yes, you should stop when it is red because it is dangerous. You might have a car accident if you walk like this boy on the picture. So traffic lights are very important. They tell us when we should stop and when we should walk. 
Okay repeat after me. 

We should stop at the crosswalk when it is red. 

We should walk the crosswalk when it is green. 

We should not run to the crosswalk. 

We should not walk across the crosswalk when it is red. 

We should go slowly when it is yellow. 

Good. Now we are going to make traffic light sandwiches with some chocolate. So what do we need to do before we cook? 
(wash my hands) Yes, we need to wash our hands. Make a line here. Let's go and wash our hands.

	Procedure: 

Before we make traffic lights sandwiches, let's sing The traffic lights song. 

When should you stop? (red) When should you go? (green) 

So, Red light, stop and Green light go. 

Yellow light it says better go slow. 
Okay, Now let's stand up. Let's sing. Red light, stop and Green light go. Yellow light, it says better go slow. 

Everyone sit down.  
Now, we are going to make Traffic lights sandwiches. What are we going to make? (Traffic lights sandwiches) 
Look at these. What are they? It's a piece of bread, chocolate, blueberry jam, a spoon. I like blueberry jam more than strawberry jam, so I chose this. Do you like blueberry jam? (Yes, I like it.) 
What is it? It's peanut butter. Repeat after me. It's peanut butter. 

(It's peanut butter.) Who likes peanut butter? 
What is this? It's a plate. What is it? (It's a plate.) 

So, what do we need to make traffic lights sandwiches? 

(a piece of bread, peanut butter, blueberry jam, chocolate, a spoon, a plate) Very good. We need those to make traffic lights sandwiches. 
Look at the board. This is the recipe how to make traffic lights sandwiches. Repeat after me, Recipe. (Recipe) 
First, we need to cut a piece of bread in half. 
Repeat after me, cut a piece of bread in half. (cut a piece of bread in half.) 

Second, spread peanut butter or blueberry jam on half of the bread with a spoon. Repeat after me. Spread blueberry jam on the bread with a spoon. (Spread blueberry jam on the bread with a spoon.) If you like peanut butter, you can use peanut butter. If you like both, you can spread blueberry jam and peanut butter together. 

What do you use to spread blueberry jam? (spoon) good. 
Third, cover the blueberry jam with the other half of the bread. 
Then, we  will put three different colors of chocolate. What colors are they? (red, yellow, green) What does red mean? go? or stop? (stop) What about green? (go) What about yellow? Should we go fast? or slow? (Slow) Put red chocolate on top, green chocolate at the bottom. put yellow chocolate between the red and the green. 
Lastly, we enjoy our  sandwiches. 
Okay. I cut a piece of bread in half already. I will give you guys two halves of bread, chocolate, a plate and a spoon. 
Let's make traffic lights sandwiches.  

(leave some music on while they are making) 

Okay. If you are finished, show me your traffic lights sandwich. That's nice. You like peanut butter? Oh good. 
Everyone, Let's eat your sandwich together. I brought orange juice. It is better to eat with some juice. Is it yummy? 
(Yes) 
Everyone, clean up. Bring your plate and spoon to me, please. 

SOS activity 

Balloon game - T gives different color balloons to each student (red, green, yellow). When they sing traffic lights song, ss who have red balloons stand up when it is red. 
(Same thing as the other colors as well) 
OR when they sing 'Red, green, yellow', ss who have those colors stand up when they sing 'stop, go, better go slow' 
-Teacher helps ss blowing up and tying up the balloons.
