<Instruction>
T: All right, Good Job!! Everyone!
Did you enjoy the game? 
S: Yes 

(Show the bugs picture )

T: can you see the picture? 

(let them know ).

Ok guys please repeat after me

(bugs who can fly5 <butterfly, bumblebee, fly, mosquito, a grasshopper >, who can’t fly5<earthworm, spider, ant, mole cricket, centipede>)

[Ss read]
Good job. So as you can see there are many bugs in the world. We are going to learn about these 

bugs who can fly or not around us today.
[Point the picture by hand ]

<Demonstration>
T:Now, who can fly in the sky? 

[Ss answers] 

Right, fly can fly in the sky? Good students.

QUIZ
T : Do you know centipede?
   How many shoes he need?
Can they fly or not?

Ss : Um.. they can’t fly
T: Yes right He can’t fly in the sky. Good job! 

So, we should be careful when we walk for these bugs. 
T : what about mole cricket?
Ss : ? 

T: can he fly or not is he have a wing or not? 

S: I’m not sure 

T: Ok I’ll let you know 

  He had wings but he can’t fly! Why? Because of too small for him that’s why he can’t fly in the sky.   

T : So mole cricket can’t fly in the sky! Could you repeat after me? 

S: mole cricket can’t fly in the sky! mole cricket can’t fly in the sky! Mole cricket can’t fly in the sky!   
T: good job! 

T: What is the bug that symbol of hard worker? 
S: Ant
T : Good! Ant is the right answer. 
   How do you know that? Who though you? 

S: teacher Samson! 

T: Exactly, So who’s the greatest teacher in the world?

S: Samson 

T: Thanks guys. 

Ok next! 

T : do you know bug who is symbol of lazy? 

Not the earthworm!

Ss : hum.. I don’t know… 
T : Grasshopper!

 They live here(pointing the classroom ground)

S: No

T: Right (it was just joking)

They live in the grass not in here  
Ok here’s the question grasshopper can fly or can’t fly?
S: he can fly in the sky!

Well done Students! 
So we learned bug (bugs who can fly5 <a butterfly, a bumblebee, a fly, a mosquito, a grasshopper >, who can’t fly5<an earthworm, a spider, an ant, a mole cricket, a centipede>).

Which bug can fly or not?

Do you know what bug it is?

[T writes on a board]

bugs who can fly5: 
a butterfly, a bumblebee, a fly, a mosquito, a grasshopper.

bugs who can fly5: 

an earthworm, a spider, an ant, a mole cricket, a centipede.

(Explain about bugs who can fly or not..)
[Simple guessing game]

So, Let’s play a country guessing game. 

I will give you 3 clues to guess the bugs name in my mind. For example. This bug starts with letter ‘M’. It ends with letter ‘T’. It can’t fly in the sky. 

Raise your hands, if you know the answer.

The answer is ‘MOLE CRICKET’

	Procedure:

< Being a bug >
So, we will start main game
EXPLAIN GAME FIRST 
1. Make the team (A,B,C,D,E,F each team has two people)

2. Teacher will give them a list that we learned today when day started the game
( bugs names are randomly organized )

3. Each team should be in front of the students and then pretend to be a bug with sound and action

4. Your classmates will answer from your teams action
5. Time limit is 3 min each team(from A to F  ) 
[teacher need to write point when they get a score on the Whiteboard directly]
[Pretend to be bug]
<CCQs>

How much time do you have when you pretend to be bug?

What are you going to do in 3min?
Who can get score? 
[They can get score same time(not only team or student )]
Now START!

[Ss  team A start first]
All right. Is everybody done? 
Does anyone have any question?
So, let’s read the bugs together.

And as you read tell me which bug can fly or not.

[Reading all together]

Butterfly, bumblebee, fly, mosquito, a grasshopper 
Okay, Excellent everyone!!

Can mole cricket fly in the sky?
[Ss reply]

Yes they can fly in the sky!

 [Ss reply]

Now we are going to do ask this question in pairs.

Ask your partner,

[Write on the board] 
“ Can ______ fly in the sky?”

“ No, they can’t fly in the sky”

“ Yes, they can fly in the sky”

So, Repeat after me 
 From 1~10bugs
I can see everyone’s finished.

	Procedure:
Perhaps, SOS activity if needed.

<SOS Activity>

1. Name the bug (IMground: Korean game)(10min)
· Be seated and clap hands three times.

· Each Ss choose on bug name and say out loud

· First Ss say one’s name and say another Ss name after.

· If Someone hesitates or stops, he/she is out.

2. Speed talk (10min)
· Make 2team and then say to them please stand up in front of your desk.
· Teacher gives the topic (eg. Bug who can fly)

· Student say the bug name one who can fly after another very quickly

· If Someone hesitates or stops, his/her team is out.

3. Sense game (5min)

· Each Ss has to name one bug randomly.

· However, if someone says at the same time both lose.

· And, the Ss who say at the last looses too.

Aims: 


To learn various vocabulary about the bugs. (bugs who can fly 5, can’t fly 5) 


To practice writing the new words.


To understand who can fly or not.


To grow confidence in listening & speaking.








Language Skills:


Vocabulary 	: Bug in the world 


Speaking 	: participating in an activity and sharing idea in a group


Writing 	: writing the name of the bug


Listening 	: Listen to the quiz and answer


Acting		: Pretend to be bug 








Language Systems: 


Phonology	: distinctions between L/R, Sh/S, F/P


Function 	: To be able to read the instruction of the game and incorporate it in a real situation that gives an opportunity for students to enjoy speaking and listening in

















Assumptions:


Ss have short background knowledge about bugs


Students already understand some sort of bugs


Ss can speak simple dialogue in English





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


Ss don’t know how to play the activity.(worksheet)


Give Ss one example or do it together.


If lesson plan is too long


Ask fewer questions during guessing game or leave worksheets for next lesson.


If a lesson plan finishes early


Do the SOS game. (for 5 min, for 10 min)
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
