2. Listening for the words by CD

Instructions

We will repeat after the sounds.
(Turn on the CD player and listen to each student. Check if they follow well.)
3. Checking on the worksheet

Good! I will give one piece of paper to each of you.
(Give one piece of worksheet on each student.)

You will see some of the pictures we have studied today. 
I will read each word and you put the sticker on the proper picture. (Read the words one by one)

OK! Let’s read the word on the worksheet.
(Check the student’s worksheet.)

Did you put the stickers on the right pictures?
Good job, everyone.

You can fill the bracket on the book, page 1~6 at home.
