	Material: word cards-north, south, east, west

	Set Up

	Procedure: 
-Show real maps brought by the teacher.

“I have two maps with me today. I will pass these around. And look for the Letters on the top, and the numbers on the left side of the picture map. When you combine one of these letters and one of the numbers, you call this combination the coordinates.”
Pass the map around so that pupils can see the coordinate in the real map.
· Put the word cards-north, south, east, west- on the board  
· “when you open the map and facing at the map, top is north, bottom is south, right is east, and left is west”
· Practice with Ss- reading ,rearranging them 

· Ask one of each pair can come up and arrange the card according to designated directions.

Chant : “north, south, east and west”
Practice chanting with Ss several times.

First with clapping with stress on each word except’ and’.

 Then do chanting with disco-motion.

	Materials-Whiteboard. Magnets. Crayons or markers for drawing.

 Map-making instruction for the teacher. Map-making grid on sheets for 6 pairs.

	Procedure: 

Divide the class into 6 pairs- one group will have 3.
Hand out each team a piece of paper to draw the grid.
“You are going to draw a map on the grid as a pair.
First, look at the board. Copy the grid on your paper.

Then, teacher will give the coordinates. Listen carefully.
One person in group has to listen for the coordinates.

 The other person has to listen for the geographical feature. And draw the map on the grid.”
Let‘s practice together.

“A4-a blue lake.

D1-a tall mountain.

Check if Ss drew correctly by asking one member in each group.

	Procedure:

Briefly explain how to draw map if you skip the pre –activity.

Explain the coordinates:

Combinations of the number and the letter to locate a certain items on the map.

Draw grid and write the numbers and letters to show some examples.

Activity 1
Assign A,B,C,D to make 4 teams
Give map making instruction list to each team. 

 “We will have 4 groups of three people.

Each team will have a piece of paper with information about the map. According to your information you will draw a map as a team. When all the team finishes drawing, Each team will put it on the board and tell us about their map.”
CCQ
1. Who do you work with?
2. What do you draw on the paper?
3. How do you find out what to draw on the paper?

4. What do you do with the map after finishing?
The teacher should move around to monitor the students while they are drawing.

Give them time warning.

“ Now team A will come up and tell

The class about their map.”
Have each group come up and tell about their map.

Each team will come up and describe their map.

What they have drown on their map.

Give specific praise. 

e.g. “you did good job in cleaning up the crayons.  “    
Go through the coordinate with the class.(A~J,1~10)

Review north, south, east, and west.

e.g. “Which side is north? Which side is east?”

Have the questions ready in the envelope. 
Divide Ss into two teams. One member from each team will pick three questions.
 Each team will have a worksheet#1: treasure map and three questions assigned to each group.
 “Work together to find the coordinates of your questions. 
Write down the letter and the number. When you are finished come up and find the matching treasures and draw the treasures on the map. The team who finishes quickly and correctly will win the game.”

Check to see if each team finishes their task correctly.

“Let’s review what we have learned today.

We can read some treasure words we had in our activities”.

Go over with-words cards.

“if I want to find the magic potion. How do I go there from here? Let’s all speak out the directions.”
S.O.S. activity:

10min.

Make them into 4 groups. 
Assign each group with name, such as heart, diamond, star, black star.

Use the treasure map given in the second activity.

Give worksheet #2 to each team.
“I f you are a team Heart, you will look at the treasure map again,  and you and your partner will find the hearts as many as possible. And write the directions from the start box.”

Chant game: pairs
“North, south, east, and west.

-Chant above sentences in a singsong style, taking care to stress all the syllables in bold. Practice many times.
-Ask Ss the places they want to go and the teacher will write them down on the board.
Each team will take turn to chant by replacing the name of places they chose. (e.g. Spain in place of China)

Title: Treasure Island





Materials:


- Whiteboard, marker, list of coordinates and matching items.


- Worksheet #1: treasure map.


-worksheet #2: to figure out the directions to get the treasure, to write down the directions.





-word cards of treasures, geographic terms.





Aims: 


- Ss can label the specific geographical items with the coordinates on the map.


- Ss can achieve how to follow the directions (go north, south, east, west)


- Ss can work in pairs and in groups in cooperative manner.





Language Skills:





Listening: Ss can listen to teacher's instruction.


Speaking:  talking in a group to complete the team project.


Writing:  writing the answers on the worksheets.


Reading: reading questions together with the classmates.�








Language Systems: 





  -  Lexis: Students become aware of meaning of directions.


-  Phonology: r- controlled vowel sound such as 'ur' in turn, 'ar' in start.


-  Function: using coordinate to label the items on the map.


-  Grammar: go up/ down, go north/south/east/west: verb and directional adverbs.








Assumptions:





Ss know the alphabet and numbers.


Ss know the geographical vocabularies such as mountains, rivers, lakes, etc.


Ss enjoy working with partners and in a group.
